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Clinic Promotion Assembly: 20 mins

Introduction:

Without explaining thetheme of the assembly show the Lauren ‘tattoo’ clip. – 4 mins

Ask students what advice they would give to a friend who had a relationship that had broken down.

Main:

Ask students what kind of issues they might face as they go through school – show powerpoint slide with feedback from issues raised from clinic lessons.

Explain that everyone has issues but that they are different for everyone and the way we need to deal with them are equally individual. Some may need professional support, others a student peer mentor to listen.

Introduce theme of the assembly – The on-site drop in. Explain how this is aimed at giving students on site access to confidential support, help and advice with anything they may want to talk about from the small to the significant. REMIND students of the school’s confidentiality / safeguarding code.

Peer mentors to explain what they do – when and where and also why, listen not always able to ‘fix’ etc. Same confidentiality rules apply. 

Other staff to introduce themselves and their services as appropriate (include leading school staff)

Explain how students can make appointments and also ‘drop in’ with no appointment needed.

Recap:

Show Link DVD to recap content.
