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Multi Agency Student Health       

Service pilot service specification

This is an agreement between the parties mentioned below to provide a weekly Multi Agency Student Health Service (MASH) at Intake High School.

Aims of MASH Service

• 
To provide a confidential service to the students at the high school.

• 
To offer support and information on health issues such as: bullying, sexual health,

pregnancy, alcohol and drugs, relationship issues, mental health, healthy lifestyle.

• 
To offer C-Card registration and condom distribution.

• 
To offer Chlamydia screening as part of the C-SWAP program.

• 
To offer pregnancy testing, support and referral.

• 
To offer Emergency Contraception where appropriate.

• 
To refer young people to specialist services where appropriate.

• 
To advocate for and support young people to access services. 

Role and responsibilities of MASH Service staff

• 
To work together to provide the service.

• 
To be clear about the individual roles of staff.

• 
To follow the confidentiality policy of MASH Service.

• 
To be familiar with relevant policies and procedures including Child Protection, 

Data Protection, Health and Safety and PGDs.

• 
To work with the school, where necessary, to enable safe provision of the service.

• 
To collect data, participate in regular meetings and participate in the evaluation of 

the service. 

Organisation and management of the MASH Service

• 
School will be responsible for providing a safe work environment.

• 
School staff will work with the MASH Service staff to advertise the service to students.

• 
MASH Service staff will provide the necessary equipment to run the service.

• 
MASH Service staff will ensure provision of a ‘back up’ staff member should the need arise.
• 
In the event of a conflict or problem, a meeting will be held with the MASH Service

staff, school management and team leaders in order to bring about a resolution
