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The Wiltshire Police Youth and Early Intervention team works with schools, colleagues and partners to share messages and educate young people. The aim is to keep young people in our community safe. 

Each school has an allocated Community Policing Team Police Community Support Officer (PCSO) as a point of contact. If you are not sure who this is, for confirmation please email YouthSwindon@wiltshire.pnn.police.uk if your school is based in Swindon or youth@wiltshire.pnn.police.uk for schools based across the rest of the county. 
As there are new campaigns on safety and crime prevention happening, we would like to update you on how we can support your school. 

16 Days of Action Against Domestic Violence – 25th November-10th December

16 Days of Action is aimed to support action against domestic abuse and violence.

Educating children and young people about domestic abuse in an age appropriate way, not only raises awareness but opens a potential avenue for any child currently living with domestic abuse to reach out and get support for themselves and their carer.
As part of this 16 Days of Action, we would like to promote our Sexting and Healthy Relationships KS3 session plans within the PSHE curriculum across the 16 days and beyond. 
Our inputs cover spotting the signs of exploitation, noting what makes a healthy or unhealthy relationship and identifying and reporting concerns of stalking and/or harassment. These are readily available upon request to the Youth and Early Intervention Team.
The Alice Ruggles Trust also have two sessions on the subject of Relationship Safety for Key Stage 4 students (aged 14 and up) that are ready to use – you can download them here. 
The Home Office have also collaborated with the PSHE Association, Barnardo’s and the NSPCC to create lesson plans for Key Stage 3, 4 and 5 students about child abuse during the lockdown restrictions were first implemented. The sessions focus on children’s rights to safety, reinforcing key safety messages and encourage disclosure of abuse to a teacher. The plans, resources and accompanying teacher guidance are all available to download on the PSHE Association website. 
Domestic Abuse Emergency Support and Quick links
Always call 999 in an emergency and/or 101 to log an incident. 
Remember it’s important to share intelligence, either via 101 or through the Partnership Information Sharing Link. You can support young people to do this through Fearless or Crimestoppers too, if they feel more comfortable reporting anonymously. 
Child Protection Team(s) – Remember that any situation that puts children at risk of any kind of harm, be it from sexual, physical, emotional, psychological abuse or neglect is a crime and should be reported.

If someone tells you about a Domestic Violence and Abuse incident, encourage the victim to call the Freephone 24 hour National Domestic Violence Helpline on 0808 2000 247 for FREE. Male victims can call 0808 801 0327.

Swindon Womens Aid (working with the Swindon Domestic Abuse Support Service) operates a free and confidential 24-hour helpline, 365 days a year to anyone, male or female living in Swindon, who is or has experienced domestic abuse. Their 24-hour helpline for Swindon is: 01793 610610. They can provide immediate advice and where appropriate and with your consent can refer you to other services for longer-term support. 	Look at healthy relationships & how to diffuse conflict through restorative practises. Supporting young people to understand coercion & control and what healthy relationships look like. Providing skills to use restorative approaches

• To allow young people to distinguish between healthy and unhealthy relationships
• To signpost young people onto services for further support and advice.

	Keeping Safe (Exploitation and Vulnerability) 

(Approx. 1 hour)
	Touching on a range of issues such as County Lines, Weapons Awareness and Criminal Exploitation. This training package will look to identify what makes young people vulnerable/how they can protect and support themselves and each other. Teaching inclusion, diversity & acceptance, to raise awareness of radicalisation and Prevent agenda.  The training will signpost to other useful websites or resources, including how to report any concerns.  
	KS3/4 – age 14-15 
	• To inform young people about contemporary issues such as County and Local lines
• To allow young people to recognise the signs of exploitation
• To give young people skills to protect themselves from exploitation 

	Each lesson plan has:

· A comprehensive crib sheet and PowerPoint, so could be delivered by a Teacher/Pastoral or PHSE Lead, until schools are happy with visitors on site

· Resources for the children to complete and use during the session

· A letter to parents advising of the input, and where they can get further information on the issue being discussed 

· An evaluation for the presenter and teacher to complete 

· An agreement for the School and Wiltshire Police to sign 

· Been reviewed against PHSE criteria 

· Been shared with a Speech and Language therapist


* recommended age – however, locally this may be amended for the most appropriate age group, on discussion with the Youth and Early Intervention team and the Head Teacher. 



We also have available a Substance Misuse session, and a more targeted Weapon Awareness session, which are not offered as part of the core school engagement offer. These are recommended for secondary schools.
