	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I feel happy and safe in my new classroom.  The nature of this lesson will depend on how long the class has been together.  It would be suitable for the first week of term.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that I belong to a community

I can tell you why I feel safe and happy at school

I have thought about how I can feel safe and content in my class.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Feelings, happy, nervous, excited,  welcome, belong, safe

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· SEAL New Beginnings

· Digital camera

· Class mascot and scrap book with photo of class mascot on the front, blind fold

· Learning Journals (if used)

· A5 lined sheet of paper or writing frame sheet

· Individual photos (NB photos may have been taken already for use around the classroom job rota, coat pegs, learning journals etc or may take individual photos during the lesson)  

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Knock, knock! Who’s there? (whole class)

The class need to sit far back on carpet.  Pick one child to be the ‘door’.  Ask them to stand with their back to the class.  You could blind fold them to add to the fun.  Pick someone to be the visitor then stand up and tap them gently on the back and say ‘Knock, knock!’

Door person replies ‘Who’s there?!’

Visitor gives a clue ‘Someone with green eyes.’ 

Door person makes a guess, ‘Is it….?’

If the answer is correct door person stays.  If not the visitor gives one more clue.  The visitor becomes the door person if the original door person doesn’t recognise them after two clues.

Finish the game by asking everyone to sit in a circle and shake hands with the person next to them ready for the next activity.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Whole class

Sit in a circle and introduce class mascot/ cuddly toy (if you have not done so already!) Do you have a cuddly toy at home?  Tell a partner.  What is good about cuddly toys?

Discuss why we have a class mascot e.g. just in case someone is feeling sad or a bit lonely and where the children can find it e.g. in the home corner or shared area.  Show the children a scrapbook with a picture of the class mascot on the front.  Tell the children that someone will be able to take the mascot home every weekend and it would be nice if sometimes they send in a photo of them with the mascot perhaps eating their tea, playing in the garden etc for the scrapbook.  Agree fair system with the children.  

You could use this as an opportunity to discuss special things about ‘x’ class, e.g. classroom areas, the timetable, reward systems.

Activity 2 

Show the children A5 sheet / scaffolded sheet with space in the middle for photo.  Tell them you would like them to write a few words about how they felt on the first day in class.  Ask someone to share how they felt.  Then ask them how they feel now? Collect the list of feelings.

Children to return to tables to complete sheet whilst class teacher or teaching assistant takes individual pictures (NB photos may have been taken already for use around the classroom-job rota, coat pegs, learning journals etc).

If the children are not ready to write a great deal then model a simple sentence for them to copy out under their photo or give them sentence slip and ask them to complete

e.g.  I felt ….on my first day in this class.  Now I am feeling…….

DIFFERENTIATION
Could ask selected children to act as photographers with class digital camera.

	PLENARY
Ask the children if there is anything they want to ask about being in this class.  How can we make sure that everyone feels okay and that everyone feels happy in class? (Golden Rules, to be covered in the next lesson).

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. How do you feel?

2. What do you like about this class? 

3. Who have you made friends with?

4. What would you like to ask about?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Through the plenary, check pupils’ understanding of key vocabulary and amend subsequent lesson plans as necessary to give consolidation/extension opportunities
