· Could arrange for someone to visit the class so the children can try out their welcome ideas

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Welcome Game (whole class) 

First find a partner, say hello and ask each other three questions. 

1. Do you have a pet?

2.  What is it?

3. What is it called?  

When the teacher rings a bell each pair has to find another pair, to make a foursome. 

One partner to introduce first partner and tell the new pair about their partner and pet. e.g. Hello, this is Tim.  He has a budgie called Jemima.   

N.B. Adapt the game according to how well the children know each other.  They could continue or extend the game by making a circle of eight children, 4+4 or by adding to the list of questions.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Whole class

Sit in circle.  Refresh ground rules.  Initiate a class discussion about being new.  Can you remember how you felt when you started school?  What were you worried about? 

Has anyone joined a club?  What did it feel like on your first day at Brownies or Football club? etc.  What does it feel like to be the new person?  Make note of the feelings on the class whiteboard, list or create a topic web. 

Activity 2 

How could we welcome a new person to our class?  How will they feel: nervous, worried, scared?  What can we say to help them feel better?  How can we make sure they feel welcome?  How will we introduce ourselves?  Where will they sit?  Who can tell them about our class?  What is special about our class?  What do they need to know about? Who will look after them? Who will be their ‘buddy’? 

£££ Can money buy you happiness/friendship? Are rich people more popular?

Make a card or poster to welcome a new child(ren).  Children can work individually or in small groups.   Ask the children to think carefully about their welcome message. 

N.B. Posters could be used to welcome anyone into the class.  Remember to put a poster on the class door, or the children could record a message using a Talking Tin and place it on the class door. 

DIFFERENTIATION
Write a letter from the class to welcome new a child(ren).  The pupils could design a welcome pack.

	PLENARY
Share welcome messages.  Would you feel welcome if it was you?  What will you say to the new child or our visitor?  Why is it important to welcome someone new?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What does it feel like to be the new person?

2. How could we welcome a new person to our class?

3. What is special about our class? 

4. How can we make sure they feel welcome?
