	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Whole class  

Say hello to your partner.  Find out their name and who their hero/ heroine is.  Next ask the children to introduce themselves to the class and say who their favourite hero is or you could challenge the children by asking them to introduce their partner and say who their hero is e.g.  ‘Hello this is Claire and her hero is Sarah-Jane’ or ‘Hello this is James and his hero is Ben 10’ etc

N.B. Introductory activity or game depends on the nature of the new class

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Open letter/ e-mail from Planet Rox.  Planet Rox is a new planet.  The letter contains an urgent message from Planet Rox.  The message reads ‘Urgent help needed.  Planet unruly’. Your challenge is to make a charter to bring peace and happiness to Planet Rox or you could just draw an imaginary planet on the class white board.  This is planet Rox.  What rules would you introduce to make Planet Rox a safe and happy place?  Share some initial thoughts and prompt if necessary.

Activity 2 

Split the class into mixed ability groups.  Give them a picture of Planet Rox and ask them to make list of rules or a charter for this new planet.  What does charter mean?  Suggest that the children think of 6 good rules.
DIFFERENTIATION
Allot role of scribe to a higher ability (HA) pupil

	PLENARY
Share the Planet Rox rules.  Look at the letter/ e-mail and ask ‘Have we solved the problem?’ What will Planet Rox be like with these new rules?  Will it be happy, safe, calm etc.  Would it be a good place to learn?  Would you feel safe and happy?

Make link with the needs of your new class.  What about us? Would these rules be good for us for Planet …… (class name)?  Let’s borrow some of these rules.  Agree six best rules for the class.

3. Do you feel safe and happy?
