	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Question Game - Whole class 

Revisit ground rules and the class sit in a circle.  Teacher place pack of question cards in the middle of the circle.  Pick a pupil to look at the first question and read it out loud, then answer.  Children in circle to tell person next to them their answer.  Choose a pupil to pick up the next question.  Example questions could be ‘Do you like sprouts?’ They could compare likes and dislikes ‘Who else likes sprouts?’

This game could be made more interesting by giving the children a choice between two sets of mystery questions.  Yes questions and No questions.  If they answer yes to Yes question, and no to a No Question you can stay in the game, if answer no to a Yes Question or yes to a No Question then you are out. 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Ask for a volunteer to sit in the ‘Hot Seat’.  Class task will be to find out more about this person, to be detectives.  Find out their likes and dislikes.  Pupils to work with a partner and think of a suitable question they could ask the person on the Hot Seat.  

They could ask the child on the Hot Seat to be a mystery character and ask the class to discover who the mystery character is by finding out about them, their likes and dislikes e.g. a mystery character from a traditional story or class Literacy story.  Do you live in a wood? Are you hairy or not hairy? Do you like eating meat?

Activity 2 – Challenge

Create own fact file or page for class ‘All About Me’ book.  (See ‘All About Me Template’ enclosed) What are your likes and dislikes?  What are your hobbies?  What’s your favourite colour?  Favourite TV programme? 

DIFFERENTIATION

Read a mystery fact file or All About Me page - with the author’s permission.  Who do you think wrote this? For example “I am six years old.  I have a pet hamster called Sam.  My favourite football team is” …
