	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Whole class standing

Play expression game e.g. Boom chicka, rocka chicka, rocka chicka boom.  Select a pupil to chant rap, rhyme in character and class to repeat / copy e.g. like a giant, like a mouse or link to feelings using a sad voice, an enthusiastic voice, an angry voice. 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Whole class

Show children a board game e.g. Snakes and Ladders.  Share their favourite board games.

Group challenge is to create a board game.  Could link with class theme e.g. Water (Pirate/ treasure game.  Castles could be a dungeon game. 

Group will need to design and make a game, and create counters to use with the game.  The group will also need to think of a set of rules to accompany the game and to test that the game works. 

Activity 2 

Each group to teach another group how to play their game.

DIFFERENTIATION
Higher ability pupils (HA) think of consequences and things that will happen if you land on a certain number etc
