	THEME: Out and About

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Lesson 2 (people who keep me safe).

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know how to keep safe when I am near a road and who can help me when I am out.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some rules to help me safely cross a road.

I can ask for help from the appropriate people when I need it.

I have thought about why I should use the safety rules when I am out.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Safety, safe place, take care, know the dangers, dangerous, sensible, visible, bright, traffic, pavement, car, lorry.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· www.dft.gov.uk/think is a really useful website spilt into areas for teachers, children and parents that includes full lesson plans and resources to deliver lessons based around the 3 themes of:

· Know the road (how to behave near traffic)

· Stop/look/listen

· Car clever (in car safety)

· The Wiltshire Schools Road Safety Team can be contacted on roadsafetyeducation@wiltshire.gov.uk.  The team will often offer road safety educations sessions for Yr 1 and Yr 3 as well as safe cycling lessons for Yr 6

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction
Refer back to the previous lesson about feeling safe.  Remind the children that we can all do much to help keep ourselves safe and that we are going to think about keeping safe on the road in this session.

Ask the children in pairs to draw or write all that they know about being out near a road/street.  Once these are completed, display them and see if there is anything that is similar.  Pick out any that have the word ‘danger’ on them.  Discuss why this word is there.  Tell the children that we are going to find out what we can do to be responsible for our own road safety.

If possible, request a visit from the Road Safety Education Team who will lead the discussions and provide the resources to talk with the group about safe places to cross roads and walk when we are out.
If you are unable to access this resource, use the downloadable posters and lesson plans from the Department for Transport website as outlined above.

The school may also have a school crossing patrol (‘lollipop person’) that could come in and talk with the group about their role and what they need to consider when they help children to cross the road.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1
Follow up the practical discussion sessions by adding to the ‘Keeping Safe’ rules that were begun last session.

What rules can we add? e.g. be seen (be visible)/ hold hands with a responsible adult/ use the identified designated places to cross roads/ walk on the far side of a pavement or walkway/ do not run out on the road to collect a ball etc.

Activity 2
Ask the children to draw and label these rules on their own poster.

DIFFERENTIATION
Some groups may be able to conduct a traffic survey outside their school so that they have an understanding of how much traffic is around.  This will depend very much on the site of the school and the ability of the children as well as availability of adults to supervise.

	PLENARY
Link the road safety issues with the Walk to School (or Walk around the World) census that most schools conduct.

Discuss what each child could be responsible for as they come to school e.g. make sure they hold hands/ cross safely/ walk so that they are visible.

Add reflector strips/ high visibility jackets and the posters/ surveys to the Being Safe display.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What traffic uses our roads?

2. Why do we need to be sensible when we are outside?

3. What can we do to keep ourselves safe?

4. Where can we cross a road in safety?

5. Who can help us to do this?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Set up a situation in the room that would involve the children in a road safety situation e.g. you are playing with a ball and it goes onto the road.  What do you do? 

£££ Does it make a difference if the item is valuable? If not forthcoming, explain to the children that a life is more valuable than any possession!

Ask a group of children to discuss their response and then role-play it for the rest of the group to watch. The observations from the group would allow you to understand whether the key messages of road safety have been realised.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Core skills
Writing opportunities

· Writing the rules for staying safe.

· Producing a ‘leaflet’ for others in the school explaining why it is important to keep these rules.

· Use ‘reflective’ paint/ pens to write words such as visible/ bright/ be seen etc to add to the Be Safe display.

Speaking and Listening opportunities

· This session allows many opportunities for role-playing situations involving road safety. 

Use of ICT

· Use the games/ scenarios/ stories produced on the www.dft.gov./think site to consolidate the road safety messages.

Mathematical skills

· Conduct a traffic survey near the school (with road safety in mind!).

· Collect data about how everyone travelled to school.

· Find out who comes from the furthest place?  How do we know?

· Use traffic to make up number problems (e.g. how many wheels on 2 cars and 4 bikes…. etc)

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Ask the children to make a leaflet explaining the road safety rules that they have learned at school.  This can be taken home and used whenever they travel out and about.

	EVALUATION
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
