We are learning about what jobs people do and what special skills they need.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that we need people with lots of different skills to help us.
I can ask questions to find out new information.
I have thought about the different jobs that people do and the special skills they need.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Jobs, work, skills.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Large piece of paper, pencils and crayons
· Names of jobs on pieces of paper (for mimes)
· Could invite a parent to come into school and talk about their job.

· Could watch a video showing someone at work e.g. People Who Help Us

· Could ask a member of staff to talk about their job

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction – Role Play Guess who we are! (Small Group Activity)

Give each group a piece of paper with different jobs to mime e.g. builders, firemen, teachers, hairdressers.  Children to rehearse and then perform to the whole class.  Audience to guess who they are pretending to be.  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Thought Shower

What sort of jobs do people do?  Why do we need people to do different jobs?  Do different jobs need people to be good at different things?

£££ Why do different jobs earn different amounts?

Activity 2 

Give mixed ability groups a large piece of paper, pencils, crayons and a specific job to think about e.g. dentist, policeman, farmer etc.  Then ask the group to sketch person doing specific job or in uniform, you could draw around one child to establish a human outline!  Then annotate drawing with words (NB reassure children that spelling not an issue) which say what sort of skills their person would need e.g. a farmer needs to know about the land, seasons, be good with animals and a nurse needs to be good at listening to people and measuring medicines etc.

DIFFERENTIATION
Give higher ability pupil responsibility for presenting group ideas to the whole class.  Questioning.  

	PLENARY
Share group roll on the wall pictures focusing on the skills people need to be able to do a specific job.  What new skills did they need to learn?  (See people at work resource, enclosed, as an example)

What activities in school will help people when they go out to work?  Do pilots need to be able to read?  Do builders need to be good at maths?  Make links with class learning. What will help us?  Begin to establish that we are all learners.  What skills do you think you have?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Why do we need lots of people with different skills?

2. What are you good at?
