	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction - Team game or quiz

Bean Bag Game

You will need 3 hoops and different coloured bean bags.  Split the class into four teams e.g. red, yellow, blue and green.  Each member of the team take turns to throw a coloured bean bag into the hoop to earn team points.  Depending on which hoop the bean bag lands on score as follows hoop one = 2 points, hoop two = 5 points, hoop three = 10 points.  The team with the most points wins. 

£££ You could make the hoops worth 2p, 5p & 10p and discuss what is the most amount of money that a team could win etc?

OR
Quiz

Split the class into four teams e.g. red, yellow, blue and green.  The Teacher to ask six questions e.g. could be class topic questions.  The team must keep the answers secret.  The team could record each answer on the wrong side of a post-it and write the question number on the other side of the post it.  Then one member of the team could stick a post-it on the class whiteboard – numbered side facing the class so the team are committed to answer.  At end of the quiz, or each question, the Teacher will turn over the post–its to see if the team are right or not.  At the end ask the children which team members were good at encouraging the others?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Group or partner challenge

Group or partner A to cover their eyes and listen.  Group or partner B to cover their ears and watch.  Group or partner C to watch and listen.  Group or partner D to start an activity at the same time as the teacher (Could send group D children out with a teaching assistant and tell them to create an object without any support).  The Teacher to make a paper aeroplane or other paper object.  Giving very quiet and simple instructions, the teacher then needs to draw a symbol on the paper object when complete.  Give the children 3 minutes to make paper aeroplanes or objects with further support.  How well did you get on?  Which group were the most successful?

Activity 2 – Group work

Split the class into 3 separate circles.  Teacher to then give each group an A3 size piece of paper.  The children then draw a different symbol on each piece.  On sheet A draw eyes, sheet B draw ears and on sheet C draw hands.  Give each group a related question “How do our eyes help us learn?” “How do our ears help us learn?” “How do our hands help us learn?”  The children then share their ideas amongst their group and write on the paper (NB Activity based on VAK Visual, auditory, kinaesthetic or could set up 5 groups and link to five senses.)  The whole class then share group thoughts.  Begin with ears asking “How do our ears help us?”

DIFFERENTIATION
Could ask higher ability child to be the scribe.

	PLENARY
How do our senses help us learn?  Consolidate learning.  Sometimes it helps us to watch, sometimes we need to listen and sometimes we need to be active.

Extension: some people prefer to learn by watching others, some prefer to learn through hands-on activities and some prefer to listen to others.  Could you learn to play football without using a ball?
