	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction - Bankers game/coin exchange
Give the bankers a single coin, either a 10p piece, 20p or 50p and give the customers a set of coins e.g. 2 x 5p, 5 x 10p.  Customers need to get rid of their change and exchange their coin for a single coin but of equal value.

£££ Or, play the coin collecting game (see enclosed resource).  The game can be played with up to six children at a time.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Sit in a circle.  Give random children a money history card.   The children with the cards to get up and place their cards in order to make a money timeline e.g. ranging from bartering, animals, roman coins…..  sixpences , electronic banking and credit cards.  Use cards as teaching props to give a simple history of money.

OR

Mystery Coin Game.  Using a blindfold or cloth bag give the children a mystery coin to identify by touch.  What is your mystery coin?  Let others have a go.  Establish that each coin is different so we can easily tell them apart, to help people with poor eyesight and because the banks use special sorting and weighing machines to count their money.

Activity 2 - Whole class discussion

Teacher to look in their purse for some money to get milk on the way home.  Where does money come from?  Pretend you’re not sure if you have got enough money.  Where can I get some money?  Where does money come from?  Does money grow on trees?  Find out what children know.  Use picture cards or digital images of banks, credit cards, cash dispensers etc to extend discussion.  Can you just take money from the bank? – link to work 

Small group work - As a group list reasons why we need money.
