	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction - Desert Island Game 2

Divide the children into small groups.  Tell them that they are going to a wild desert island and their group has £10 to spend (give each group different amount).  You can choose from these items… set out a range of items with price labels towel £3 etc.  Each group decide which items to buy, make shopping list on whiteboard 

What did you choose? Did you have enough money?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Show the children the envelope from your Headteacher again.  We need to decide what we are going to do.  Has anyone thought of a good idea?  Share and make a note of any ideas.  You have come up with lots of brilliant ideas.  This time we are going to choose just one to work on together - we can keep the other ideas to help us another time.  Select one idea.

OR Remind children about Headteacher challenge and agreed idea. 

Activity 2 - Group Work

Divide the children into small groups with an allotted task designed to support the group challenge. e.g. one group choose a recipe and make list of ingredients.  One group makes poster advertising biscuits / cakes for sale.  Place one group in charge of stall and prices etc.  One group to speak to the whole school in worship.  One group to write a letter to parents asking them to bake cakes as well.   

Activity 3

Work out the cost of making one item, eg a flapjack or a fairy cake. Introduce the idea of profit, how much are they going to sell each item for? How many have they made? How much money could they make altogether? Do they have to repay the original £20?
