	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING

Make cakes, biscuits or other items to be sold and take digital photos.

Activity 2 

Run cake stall and take digital photos.
Activity 3

Calculate total profit – remember that in business the cost of each workers time must also be taken into account.  (see below for further work on this.)

Extension: How long did it take to make the items? If a baker earns £10 an hour then how much did the time cost to make them? For example, if 50 flapjacks took half an hour then the time to make them cost £5 which is equivalent to 10p each. How much profit was made after the time had been paid for? You are trying to promote an understanding that the cost of an item is not only dependant on the resources used but also the time taken to make it. Discuss what other factors influence prices, e.g. packaging, transport, advertising etc?
