	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Recap on circle time rules.  SEAL Foundation (red) set.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know who is in my family.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know my family care about me.
I can tell you who is in my family.
I have thought about how I love or care for someone.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Family, mother, father, brother, sister, grandma, grandpa, cousin, aunt, uncle, pet names, (step/half brother, sister etc if appropriate) loved, cared for, belonging, important, special.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Photos of teacher’s family members
· Children bring in one or more photos with family members in them

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

In a circle, ‘Pass the smile’ and say the next person’s name as you pass your smile to them.  Explain that we are going to think about the people and pets in our world who are important to us.  We are especially going to think about people and maybe animals who are in our family. ‘Who is in your family?  Teacher to elicit names of family members... mum, dad etc.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Remaining in the circle, use a sand timer to show a minute for the children to think of who is in their family.  Next, ask the children to turn to the person next to them and talk to each other about the people in their family.  Have they thought of pets?  Are they included in their ‘family’?  What is special about these people and animals?  How do you know they care about you?  What do they do to show you they care?  What do you do to show you care about them?  Hugs, kisses, helping out, kind acts, making a thoughtful card/present etc.  Elicit answers from children.  Then, think of one of these people in their family and say something you like doing with them.  Teacher to start ………’Caroline is my sister and I like it when we go swimming together’
Activity 2 

a. Using children’s photos they have brought in, divide class into small groups. Each child to share their photo and talk to the others about who is in their photo, their relationship to them, what they enjoy doing with them, how they help them, if they all live together, how often they see them etc. (If no photo, child can talk about someone in their family.)

Each group to feedback. Each child to say something they have learnt about another child in their group’s photo. Child holds photo up. 

b. Individually, children draw themselves in the middle of a sheet of A4 (teacher to demonstrate). Draw the members of their family around them and label. Write a sentence about each of them. 
DIFFERENTIATION
Teacher/TA individual/small group support.  Prompting, giving ideas.  Mixed ability pairing.  Less able – Labels to copy, scribed sentences.  More able – Write more than one sentence, expect more sophisticated vocabulary and spelling.

	PLENARY
Recap by question and answer, eliciting answers from children about family members, how we and they show each other that we/they care about and love them and ways in which we/they can show it.  These are the special people in your family.  Next week we will be thinking about the special people who are your friends.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Who is in your family?

2. How do you know that they love/care about you?

3. What do they say/ do to show you?

4. How do they know that you love/care about them?

5. What do you do/say to show them?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Pupil family picture evidence.  Teacher /TA support in group discussion to acknowledge oral work.

	EVALUATION
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
