	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Follow on from week 2.  Who are my special people?  Family.  Recap on circle time rules.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know who my friends are and that we care for each other.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know what I can do with my friends.
I can name all of my friends.
I have thought about how I can be a good friend.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Friend, like, care about, same, different.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· SEAL – Relationships Blue set

· ½ size A4 sheets prepared

· A3 sheets with ‘My special friend and what I like doing with them’ as title on each (example supplied below)

· A3 front cover for floor book entitled ‘My special friends’ (example supplied below) 

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

In a circle ‘pass the smile’ at the same time looking at the next person and saying their name as you pass your smile.  Recap on last week lesson about people who are special to us.  We thought then about whom? (our family).  Elicit answers from children about the last lesson.  Remind about how we/they know that we/they care about each other – children to give ideas to each other. 
This week we are going to think about other special people in our lives.  Who might they be?  Looking for ‘friend’ answer.  Does a friend need to be the same age as you?  Who could be your friends?  Do you have to go to the same school?

‘Friends are people who…’ Children turn to person next to them to discuss.  Ask different children to say what answers they have come up with.  Share with class.  Teacher to reinforce that they are people who like one another, often like the same things, like spending time together, care about each other if the other is unhappy, are someone to have fun with.  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

In the circle, each child to say who their friend is and what they like to do with them.  Teacher to start and role model what is required ‘My friend is Sara and I like to go shopping with her’.  Continue round circle.

Activity 2 

In small groups, on a ½ size piece of A4, each child in the group draws a picture of themselves and their friend doing something that they like together (teacher can model this on whiteboard – swimming, sitting with, reading book … with them).  This could be labelled with names and what they are doing (differentiation).
£££ Talk about “Fun for Free” things that friends can do together.

Next, the children in each group stick their pieces on a large A3 sheet entitled ‘My special friend and what I like doing with them’.  This can then form a floor book with the title ‘My special friends’.
DIFFERENTIATION
Teacher/TA support.  Less able – prompting, labels written, scribed for.  More able – to expect higher level expression/vocabulary.  Extended sentence writing and spelling.

	PLENARY
Recap on who friends are, what they like doing with their friend, what makes a good friend.  Elicit answers about what they can do to be a good friend.  What might they do that is not being a good friend and if so, what will be the effect of their actions on others?  What might you do to make your friend sad?  Use the front floor book page (‘My special friends’) to write words/sentences in coloured felt tip pens about qualities of friendship – kind, helpful, makes me laugh, listens to me etc.

1. Who are my friends?

2. What makes a good friend?

3. How can I be a good friend?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Pupil – Floor book evidence.  Teacher/TA - Question and answer session in groups.
