	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Link to Family and Friends lesson plans 1-3.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I can tell you how I feel when I lose someone or something I care about.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know how I can feel better when I am sad or missing someone or something.
I can tell you how I feel when I love or care for someone or something.
I have thought about what it feels like to lose someone or something.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Important, care for, love, lonely, sad, miss, loss/lose.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
It is important to consider before this lesson if there is a child in the class who has recently been bereaved.  The child should be sensitively made aware of what you are going to talk about in the lesson and given the opportunity to withdraw if they want to.  Consider also how the lesson may be affected if they do take part, often young children will repeatedly go over what has happened and the teacher needs to be aware of how she/he will handle this.  The child may need another adult to support in the lesson.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap on circle time rules.  In a circle say your name and how you feel today.  Teacher to start ‘I am …..…and I feel …..today’.  Touch the person next to you to cue them to speak.  Remind the pupils that in previous lessons they have been thinking about their special people (they can include pets and other things that are also special like a toy).  Today they are going to think about how they feel when they lose someone or something that is special to them.  Also what they can do to help them feel better about it.

In the circle, the children turn to their talk partner and think of something they might say or do if they lost something like a special toy. 

£££ discuss with children  what “value” means – that something “worth” a lot to us might not mean much to someone else and vice versa.

Teacher to elicit answers and write them as speech bubbles around the ‘Lost’ sheet (see Resources).  What might make them feel better?  What could they do – ask for help, tell someone, cry, have a hug. Is there sometimes a happy ending?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Class to sit comfortably for a story in sight of teacher and big book ‘Dogger’. Tell the children you are going to read a story about someone who lost something special and what happened.

Read the story, stopping appropriately to ask questions to enable the children to think more about the storyline. Eg: What did Dave do to look after Dogger, what did he do with him? How do we know he was special to Dave? Tell the person next to you.

How did Dave feel when he realised he had lost Dogger? – What did he do and what did he say? Who helped him? What did they do?

Then what happened?

Read the rest of the story.

Activity 2 

Brief recap on salient points – remind children of vocabulary you want used in full sentences.

In a circle, ask for a volunteer to stand within a hoop in middle of circle. Ask the volunteer to show by body language and facial expressions how Dave felt when he had lost Dogger. 

Then, ask another volunteer to stand similarly to show (with toy animal dog as prop) how Dave looked when he had Dogger back again.  

Lastly, *using sheet with sentences on the bottom like – How did Dave look, how did he feel? – Ask each child within a small group to draw a picture of Dave - how he looked when he had lost Dogger and how he looked when he had found Dogger (could draw Dave and Dogger together).
DIFFERENTIATION
More able- to write words or sentences to add around pictures drawn.
Less able – to be given words or sentences to copy or to be scribed for.

	PLENARY
Bring children together.  Ask for volunteers to show and talk about their drawings and what they said – 1 from each group.  Recap - They now know how Dave felt. 
How do they feel when they lose something?  How might they look?  How do other people know?  How can they help themselves or others to feel better?
Sometimes it is not a toy that we lose.  It could be a person that dies or goes away and we do not see them again.  What can we do to help us understand this?  How can we feel better about it?  What or who can help us to feel better?  Elicit answers from children hug, talking about it, crying.  

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What can I do?

2. What can I say?

3. How do I feel?
4. How can I make myself feel better?

5. How can others help me to feel better?

£££ Does buying a replacement always solve the problem?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Look out for children who could not use the vocabulary stated or the children who could particularly articulate how they felt.

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Ask children to talk to a grown up at home about a time when someone /something was lost/died.  How did they feel? What did they do? Children to report back another session – e.g. circle time.  A small sheet could be prepared for this with the above sentences for each child to take home.
