	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Weeks 2&3 Family and Friends.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know how I can make the people I care about happy (I can make choices that are right or wrong).

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know I can choose to make someone happy.
I can make people happy.
I have thought about how it feels when someone makes me happy.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Happy, sad, choose, choice.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· A3 sheet with child drawn in centre giving present to mother/gran (supplied)

· A4 sheet with large circle for drawing/writing titled ’Making my special person happy’ (supplied)

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap circle time rules.  In a circle, say your name and pass your smile to the person next to you.  Remind children how they have been thinking about their special people.  In pairs talk about who your special person is.  Pass around the circle and each child in pair says the name of their partner and the name of their special person. 
‘My partner is …… and her/his special person is………..

Tell children that they are going to think about how they can make these special people happy.  What could they do?  What could they say?  Elicit ideas.  

£££ Do all these ideas cost money?  Often the most appreciated things require spending time or being thoughtful rather than spending money.  This could then be linked e.g. to Mothering Sunday when children are encouraged to create a personalised IOU for their mum e.g. “IOU one cleaning out of the hamster cage.” 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

In pairs, talk to your partner about your special person and how you might make them happy.  Partner pretends to be the special person.  Role-play what they do that makes that person happy.  Class together, choose some pairs to show class role play scenarios.

Question why we should make our special people happy.  Why bother?  What difference does it make? Does it matter? 
How do you feel when you make someone happy?  What do you look like? (facial expression)  What might they say?
How do you feel when someone makes you happy?  What do you look like?  What might you say?  Mention that children have choice.

Use A3 resource sheet look at… What is happening in the picture?  What might mother/gran be thinking?  What might mother/gran be saying?
Elicit answers from children.  Decide as a class what you will write in the thought/speech bubbles.

Activity 2 

Each child to think of their special person.  What makes them happy?  What might they choose to do to make that person happy?

Each child has A4 sheet with large circle drawn in the middle.  Child to draw their special person and what they are doing to make that person happy.  Each child to then share the picture with a partner.  As a class, teacher to choose children at random to share their pictures and explain how they chose to make their special person happy. 
DIFFERENTIATION
More able – to write words or sentences describing who the special person is and how they made them happy.

Less able – TA support. Scribe or copy words or sentence for individual work.

	PLENARY
Together recap on who our special people are.  What can we choose to do/say to make them happy? What might they look like?  What might they say?  How do we feel when our special people choose to make us happy?  What words can we use to describe the feeling?  What might we look like?  What might we say?  All together say ‘we want to be happy and we want to make others happy too’.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What can I/they do?

2. What can I/they say?

3. How do I/they feel?
