	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Science links – Ourselves and Animals and Plants, Life cycle of frog, butterfly, Chick/hen, puppy/dog, kitten/cat.  FS2 learning outcomes through self care and self-esteem and self-confidence.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To explore growing and changing as natural processes amongst living things.  Recognise that all human beings change and grow at different rates which are usually right for them.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know I am growing and changing.
I can tell you how I am growing and changing.
I have thought about how to feel good about myself and others around me.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Grow, change, young, old, baby, toddler, child, teenager, grown up, same, different, born, birth.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

In a circle recap the rules of circle time.  Pass the smile to each other, teacher demonstrate to begin.  Display and read WALT – today we are learning about growing and changing.  Ask all the children to stand up and look at each other.  Compare heights, colouring etc.  Now ask them to quietly sit, close their eyes and think about what they were like when they were babies.
In pairs ask pupils to discuss a) how they are different from when they were babies then b) what can they do now that they couldn’t do when they were babies.
In circle ask each pair in turn to say something about a) what is different from when they were babies and b) what can they do now that they couldn’t do as babies.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Read story of ‘Titch’ to class.  How do the pupils think Titch felt about being the smallest and youngest or not doing/ having what the older brother and sister had?  Why do they think this happened?  Why was his bike/ kite/ instrument smaller than theirs?  Tell your talk partner.
Recap what they can do now that they couldn’t do as babies.  Think about younger/ older brothers and sisters or friends.  What can they do that you can’t do yet?  What will you be able to do when you are older in KS2, Secondary school and as a grown up? 

Activity 2

Select a range of items from the hoop in the middle of the circle.  Show and display pictures of a timeline for a growing baby, toddler, school child, teenager, adult, old person.  Decide timeline with pupils and put in order on floor.  Ask pupils to decide with partner who the items should be matched to, rattle/baby, toddler/building bricks, jolly rocket sound cards/school child, watch/teenager, screwdriver or make up/adult, walking stick/old person.  Select pupil to take an object and match to the person on the timeline.

Thumbs up/down if pupils agree/disagree

Activity 3

All pupils to draw picture of themselves as a baby, now and what they think they will look like when they grow up.  Label ‘baby, child, grown up’.
DIFFERENTIATION
Teacher/TA support for less able pupils – copy words to label.
More able pupils to write labels themselves for person i.e. baby, toddler.  If time to write a sentence ‘when I was a baby I could, now I can, when I am grown up I will be able to …’

	PLENARY
Mix up timeline pictures.  Re-order with help of pupils.  Pupils to bring their pictures to the circle.  Pupils share their pictures with partner.  Choose pupils to share their picture and say something about the 3 stages using the sentence starters: ‘When I was a baby I …’ / ‘Now I can…’ / ‘ When I grow up I will be able to ….

Others: Thumbs up/down if you agree/disagree.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. How is your body growing and changing? 

2. What did you do when you were a baby?

3. What can you do now?

4. What will you be able to do when you are older?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
I know what I did as a baby.  I know what I can do now.  I know some things I will be able to do when I am older.
