	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know whose job it is to help us wherever we are.
I can tell you how people can help us.
I have thought about why I might need help at different times.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Help, safe, jobs, question words – how, what, when , where, why?

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· A3 sheet with 3 circles – school, home, outside pictures (supplied below)

· Arrange visit to school staff – kitchen, office, head teacher

· Class split – teacher and TA to lead 2 groups

· ‘Rooms in the home’ and ‘out and about’ pictures  (Usbourne 1000 word dictionaries a good resource)

· Felt tips

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Remind class of circle time rules.  Last lesson we talked to Timmy.  What did he help us to do?  Who can help us as well?  Dentist.  Elicit answers.  People help us in different ways.  Today we will think about who helps us:

· in school

· at home

· outside 

In a circle, with the teacher to start, everyone says the name/title of someone they think that helps them. Touch next person, they say someone.  Child turns to person next to them.  Is their idea a school, home or outside one?  Collate answers and put on A3 sheet.  Decide which picture.  Why do they help us?  Why do we need help?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Class split into 2.  Teacher and TA to lead trip around school.  Children to visit kitchen to see staff cooking their dinner.  TA taking fruit stop around.  Office staff typing letters etc.  Head teacher working in office. How do they help us in school?  Talk to partner about what these people do.  In class children compare what they found.
In circle, all sing and do actions to ‘this is the way we cook the dinner, type the letters, sweep the floor ……. on a cold and frosty morning’.  Collate school answers and add onto A3 sheet if missing.  What have we added?       

Activity 2 

Who helps us at home?  How do they help us?  Use ‘rooms in the home’ and ‘out and about’ pictures.  1 sheet between 4.  With felt pens children circle jobs done in the home and in the town that grown ups will do.  Come together and each group to report back and collate onto A3 sheet.
DIFFERENTIATION
More able – could draw or write, speak for group feedback.
Less able – support with simple questioning around school, group support with mixed ability group work.

	PLENARY
Recap using A3 sheet, for people who help us at home, school and in the wider world.  Why do they help us?  Why do we need help?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Who helps us at home?

2. Who helps us in school?

3. Who helps us in outside? 

4. Why do they help us?

5. How do they help us?

6. Where do they help us?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Look for remarkable/ unremarkable.  Can children confidently answer key questions – yes/no/not sure.
