	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Game: All Change

Find suitable space. Children stand in circle.  Go round and give each child a name - e.g. summer, autumn, winter, spring etc –or could link to class topic – e.g. starfish, crab, jellyfish, limpet. 

Instructions - when teacher calls out name children need to run round outside of circle carefully and go back to their original spot. 

Health and safety - children need to take care! Could restrict by asking them to hop round to original spot. Then teacher calls out next group - pace depends on size of class, behaviour etc.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

What time of year is it? - Summer.  How do you know?  What is special about summer time?  Go outside or look at photographs or website images depicting summer.  What does summer mean to you?  What do you enjoy about summer time?  Tell partner one thing you enjoy about summer.

Activity 2

Organise children into mixed ability groups.  Select one child to act as an envoy.

Envoys to move onto to next group with thought shower.  Envoy needs to explain one child to act as scribe and another as group organiser.  Task - Think of fun activities for summer plus your tips on how to keep safe. 

£££ Don’t forget – focus on “Fun for Free” activities.

(Could give each group a different season instead) Record group ideas using paper and pens, pictures and labels.  Scribe needs to try to organise ideas on paper.  Group leader needs to ensure all have opportunity to make a contribution, giving support to scribe and preparing envoy. 
Teacher - instruct teams to check envoys ready.

Children in new group need to compare with their picture of summer.

What is the same, what is different? 

DIFFERENTIATION
NB: Role of children depends on capability and development of cohort by Term 6. 

Group organisers, scribes, envoys.  Select envoy- Envoys to show thought shower and explain ideas to different group.  Could use to extend higher ability (HA) or alternatively could use to challenge average ability and ask HA to act as group organiser.  Could ask organiser to compare ideas discussed by original group with ideas brought to group by envoy from another group. 

	PLENARY
Bring class back together. Highlight interesting activities/ideas. Are you ready for summer? How can we make sure we have fun this summer and keep safe? Use safety tips or children’s images to aid discussion. E.g. Look at this lovely picture of the beach. What would we need to do to get ready for the beach? (beach and water safety to be developed - see Lesson 3).  How did your group get on? How did you help? 

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What changes have you noticed? 
2. What changes in the garden?

3. Will you change?

4. How? 

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Through the plenary, check pupil’s understanding of key vocabulary and amend subsequent lesson plans as necessary to give consolidation/ extension opportunities.
