	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Drama - Choose 3 children and give them instructions – unknown to whole class. Actors to perform short scenario showing the Ugly Sisters (from Cinderella) sending nasty messages-by email or text messages by phone to poor Cinders.  Establish that Cinders can’t see the Ugly Sisters and doesn’t know who the messages are from. Cinders starts to cry.
Freeze scene- how does Cinders feel? How are the Ugly Sisters behaving?- bullying

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Whole class. What is an email? What is a text message? Could send positive message to another class using class email address if available. 

Activity 2

Whole class in circle-Partner game- Shake hands with partner and say ‘How do you do?’ Give your partner a good message. 
Whole class- How would you feel if I asked you to say something unkind to your partner? How would that make your partner feel? 
Cinders couldn’t see the Ugly Sisters. Is it okay to send nasty emails or text messages to people just because they can’t see you? 
DIFFERENTIATION
Create positive class email – good will message to other classes or link school with teacher support.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Should you check with an adult before you go on line?

2. What does cyberbullying mean?
