	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Whole class quick safety quiz.  Could do this as individual, with partner or as a team.
1/ Question – Before you cross the road you should…. Answer – Find a safe place to cross.
2/ In the park a grown up invites you to their house for tea or offers you money etc. What should you do? etc
or 

Whole class sit in circle.  Same questions as above but write questions on individual sheets of paper then turn the questions upside down and place at random in the middle of class circle.  Ask someone to pick a piece of paper and then read the question to the whole class.  Share ideas with partner, then with whole class.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 – Choices, partner talk

Can you make a choice?  What does choice mean?  Have you made a choice today?  Did you choose what to have for breakfast?  Did you choose what game to play at playtime?  Tell partner.  Has anybody made a tricky choice?  Has anybody made a sensible choice? How can we make sensible choices?  What do we need to think about?

Activity 2 

Tell a ‘choice’ story – Goldilocks and the Three Bears (this is fun to do as most children are familiar with the story and can get into deep discussions re the rights and wrongs of Goldilocks choices).  Begin to read the story, children to put hands up when Goldilocks makes a choice e.g. First choice could be to go into the Three Bears house.  Was that a good choice?  Was that a safe choice?  Why not?  
DIFFERENTIATION
How could you change the story so that Goldilocks makes safer choices? 

	PLENARY
What are you looking forward to this summer?  Make links with change for example, school holidays will be a change to being at school all day.  How can you make sensible choices to help keep you safe?  What are you looking forward to next term? – new class etc.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Can you make choices?

2. Can you make choices to help keep you safe?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
In a circle at the end of the session, children take turns to say ‘I made a good choice when...’
