	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Welcome parent and baby.  What is special about babies?  Just imagine you were like that once and so was I!  Children to ask parent questions about their baby.  How old?  What does the baby eat?  Any teeth? etc. Favourite toy? 

Or 

Do baby photo quiz - Guess the Baby. Note how much the baby has changed! 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Compare your hands with baby’s hands.  How have you changed since you were this small?  Make note of changes on class whiteboard- bigger, taller, can talk, walk, feed self, read, write, sing, dance, skip, hop, make long list! 

Activity 2

Time warp-fast forward.  Imagine what will you be like when you are twenty?  What do you think you will be doing?  Will you be able to drive a car?  Will you be studying or working?  What sort of hairstyle will you have?  Will you have a beard?  Children to draw portrait of themselves in the future.  Write labels and captions.

DIFFERENTIATION
Differentiation by outcome- labels, captions, paragraphs.

	PLENARY
Share future self portraits.  Could watch film clip showing past times, old TV adverts, Victorians etc.  Will the world be the same when you are twenty?  What might be different? 

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Have you stopped changing or are you still changing?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
In a circle children take turns to say ‘In the future I will be....’
