	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction – Partner ‘Yes/No’ game
Play game with partner.  Ask partner a yes/no question.  Do you like bananas?  Partner must not say yes or no.  Partner answer ‘I do like bananas’.  Keep point score.  Try and catch partner out.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 – Whole Class
Select a pupil.  Show children a banana and a bar of chocolate.  Should X…..choose the banana or the chocolate bar?  What choice should she/he make?  Talk to partner.  Who can tell X which one to choose? You need to explain why he/she should choose the banana or the choc bar! 

£££ About how much would each item cost - does this affect choice?  To persuade someone, you need to know about their likes and dislikes, needs and wants.  This is what advertisers try to do through their market research. 

Activity 2

Work either as a whole class or split class into small discussion groups.  When do you make choices?  Make class thought shower everyday choices e.g. Who to play with?  Which breakfast cereal?  Whether to try your best or not?  Remember to switch off the light, to turn off the tap.  To smile.  To be kind etc.  Can you make a difference?  Can you choose to make things better?  Should you choose the same things as your friends?

DIFFERENTIATION
Persuasion.  This is a group challenge to persuade pupils in class to make healthy food choices.  Split into groups to make competing adverts (could watch TV advert as preparation).  Give group envelope with instructions e.g. One group to make a banana milkshake advert using a digi blue or digital camera.  Class to vote on best product.  Have you persuaded the class to make a healthy choice? – differentiate roles within group.  Could use drama and ask groups to perform ‘advert’ to whole class. 

	PLENARY
Do you think about the choices you make?  Do you choose to do or have something to be like your friends?   Do we have to?  Can you make a sensible choice?  Can you choose to make things better?  Can you make a difference?
