	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to learning from Key Stage 1 Class Charter.  Talk partners and feed back related to key questions:

Where do we find rules?

Why do we have rules?

What effect do rules have?

What happens if rules are broken?

What rules do we have in school?

Remind the children that in PSHEE we have special/ specific rules for the lesson and ask why might they be different to school rules? (e.g. the right to pass, keeping secrets).  Why are they are important?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Small group activity

Warm up:  Tear-A-Dactyl.  Children work in small groups and decide on an animal that they like/ that reflects their group.  Then each child takes a turn to rip a section of the animal from a large sheet of newspaper/ paper in silence!!!  Share animals at end, can anyone guess what they are.  Repeat, but this time allow discussion between group members.  How does communication affect the end results?
Activity 1

Provide each child with piece of paper.  Ask children to write down rules that they think would be useful/ good for PSHEE specific Ground Rules.  After a short amount of time blow a whistle.  This is the signal for the children to loosely screw up their paper (model beforehand) and throw it into the centre of the room or a designated space or at another person!  Children then unfold the paper, read the rules already recorded and add to them – making sure that their ideas are different.  Repeat.  You can repeat as often or as little as you would like.  Children then to make small groups and read all the collected rules.  Feed back to class and teacher record ideas for all to see.

OR

In small groups children thought-shower/ brainstorm ideas for PSHEE specific Ground Rules.  Record on whiteboards or scrap paper with pencils.  Feed back to class and teacher record ideas for all to see.  

Activity 2 

In their small groups the children choose their 9 ‘best’ rules (either from the pieces of paper they have or from the recorded ideas on the board).  Write these rules on post-it notes and as a group rank them using a Diamond Nine (class teacher may need to model using a Diamond Nine if children are not familiar with this decision making system).  Groups present their decisions to the class giving reasons for their decisions.

DIFFERENTIATION
As this is a whole class issue and is connected with setting up Ground Rules it would be best if all pupils could be involved with the whole lesson.  If this is not possible there are a few possible ideas listed below.

Take photographs of good behaviour/ children following different school rules.

Make a short play about rules.

Create a cartoon character/ make a junk model character – name him/her/it e.g. Ricky Rules or Roger Rules etc and add information about rules.

	PLENARY
Draw ideas together and as a class decide on the Top Ten Rules/ PSHEE Specific Ground Rules.   The rules will be visited in each lesson and in lesson 6 the children will be involved in publishing the ‘finalised’ rules.
