	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to Lesson 1 and recap on the Ground Rules created.  Tell the children that the focus of the lesson is all about making decisions and the decision making process.  Talk with partners and feed back.  What does making decisions mean?  Create a class definition. Discuss different ways of decision making e.g. voting, listing for’s (pros) and against (cons), discussions, interviews, decision trees, Diamond Nine or other rating/ ranking systems that you know/ use.  If appropriate model the different decision making methods.  Discuss the concept of an informed decision.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Circle Time Activity

Children sit in a circle.  One child starts ‘I like... and ? likes...  (child states one thing that they like and one thing that another child likes).  The other child mentioned then continues and so on (link back to lesson 3).
Activity 1 – Whole Class

As a whole class identify different areas/ things where decision making has to take place e.g. at school, at home, in clubs, in the local community.  Introduce the idea of a decision making challenge.  The children will be given a scenario/ idea and they have to decide what to do about it using a decision making process that they decide on OR class teacher to decide which decision making process different groups should use!  

Decision Making Scenarios (examples)

· The Headteacher wants to have an adventure playground installed in the school grounds.  It will mean losing part of the school playing fields.  The School Governors think that it will be a waste of money.  What should be done? (could use interviews, pros or cons)

· £££ The council wants to close one of the following - the local youth centre, library, skate-park or swimming pool (choose 2 as appropriate to your local area for the children to decide between).  Help them to decide which one should be closed. How much do these facilities cost people to use? Are they subsidised? How are any subsidies paid for? How much money would they save by closing the facility and what might the money be spent on instead? 
· You want to stay at your friends for the weekend.  Your parents are not happy about the idea.  Help them decide what to do (could use diamond nine, for/against)

· Help the class teacher decide on an appropriate class treat for the end of term

Groups to present their ideas and put forward the decision they came to with reasons. Include an explanation of how the decisions were made.

Activity 2

Imagine the class are going on a trip.  Use decision making processes to work out where the trip should be, what activities should take place, what equipment would be needed, times of breaks, what food should be taken etc.  Or imagine a new school is to be built (SEAL link) decide what sorts of things should be included in the new school and how it should be organised.

Present ideas to the class, making sure that reasons for decisions are provided and an explanation of how the decisions were made is included.

£££ Children could take this idea further by exploring costings for travel, entry fees, lunch etc. 

DIFFERENTIATION
Children work in a small group with adult support.

	PLENARY
Recap on the different ways that decisions can be made.  Ask the following key question. What should you do if you don’t like a decision that has been made? – list/ discuss appropriate actions.
