	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to Lesson 1 and recap on the Ground Rules created.  Discuss the concept of relationships.  Talk to partners and feed back on what different types of relationships are there? (e.g. parent-child, teacher-child, relations, friendships, work colleagues etc).  Ask the children how relationships are usually started (formed) – it could be by being introduced by someone else, with a shared word, a handshake.  Ask the children how relationships are maintained (continued) – it could be by getting together at different times, keeping communication going, shared likes.  Draw the discussions back to the school context and identify the need for us all to be able to work with a range of different people – use yourself as an example – have to be able to work with the children, teaching assistants, head teacher, school secretary, cleaners, mid-day supervisors, specialist music teachers etc.  Ask the children who they have to work with/ interact with.  Record.  Tell the children that today’s lesson is all about being able to work with other people.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Joining In 

Stand in a big circle and say ‘come into the circle and join hands if you have long hair, wear glasses etc. Continue until most of the children are in the circle, end with ‘come into the circle if you are in class…’ All shout ‘We are!’

Activity 1 

Put the onus on the children to get together with children that they don’t normally work with (in groups of four or six) if there is a parallel class or classes this could be an opportunity for all classes to do the activity at the same time and for children to mix across classes.  Children work in small groups on the following problem: (from Year 3/4 Yellow Set SEAL resources – New Beginnings – Mathematics follow up activity) Everyone in your group shakes hands with everyone else in the group.  How many handshakes are there? Children can work on how many handshakes there would be for three people, five people or ten people, if everyone in the class shook hands with everyone else.  You could repeat this in new groups finding the answer to different numbers of people e.g. 7 people, 11 people, 15 people.

Ask the children how they introduced themselves and how they got on with each other during the task.
Activity 2

In small groups design a decision making game (link to Lesson 4).  Teach and play the game to another group/ children in another class.  Ask the children what it was like to go and work with other people?  What did they have to remember to do to make the situation work?

DIFFERENTIATION
Children work in a small group with adult support.

	PLENARY
Revisit the activities.   Make a brief guide to ‘Working with Others’.
