	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to Lesson 1 and recap on the Ground Rules created.  Tell the children that this lesson is all about publishing the ‘finalised’ version of their PSHEE Ground Rules for display in the classroom and to consider rewards and sanctions that might be appropriate for PSHEE sessions.  Ensure that the children are happy with the finalised rules.  Discuss different ways that the rules could be published for example, as a list using Microsoft Word, Publisher or similar, as a poster, in video format (e.g. for presentation to class or in an assembly), in photograph format or made from art equipment e.g. as an installation.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
NO warm up today.  Extended time required for publishing of rules to take place or consider using two or more sessions for this.
Activity 1

Children to work in groups to publish the rules.  The following are suggestions only and will be affected by the resources that are available for you to use.

· Make a poster of the rules using Microsoft Office or Publisher

· Make a power point of the rules for display on an electronic photo frame/ via interactive whiteboard (could be added to school website, presented in assembly, shown to school governors, used with the school council)

· Use video equipment to make a short video presentation explaining the rules e.g. children could act out following the rules

· Take photographs of children following the rules and add information using Office

· Make a model(s) linked to the different rules and add information

Activity 2 

Discuss rewards and sanctions.  What is a reward?  What is a sanction?  What rewards and sanctions are in place within the school context?  Why are they used?  Could rewards and sanctions be used in PSHEE?  We have specific rules in this lesson – should there be specific rewards and sanctions?  As a class make a decision on whether to use them within the lesson and decide on 2 rewards and sanctions, these could be trialled.

£££  Draw the children’s attention to the fact that outside school money can often be an effective reward and also act as a sanction (fines). 
DIFFERENTIATION
All children involved in presenting rules.

	PLENARY
Groups to present their finalised ‘rules’ to the class.  Celebrate everyone’s achievements in displaying the rules and make sure that children are aware that these rules will be referred to in every lesson.

*Ensure that all the people who are involved with the class and the children themselves have signed an agreement sheet showing that they will follow the PSHEE Ground Rules. Display in a prominent position.
