	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Week 1 and Week 6 from Year 3: I can help create and decide on PSHEE Ground Rules for my class.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know why ground rules are important and by reflecting on our previous ground rules I can help set new ones.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I can make decisions about which ground rules are important. 

I know about rewards and sanctions.

I have thought about how I feel about our new and updated Ground Rules for PSHEE.

	KEY VOCABULARY

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to Lessons 1 and 6 from Year 3 and recap on the Ground Rules that were created.  Tell the children that this lesson is all about reflecting on those rules – which were useful, which were not so useful and establishing updated rules that are relevant to the new class, as well as considering rewards and sanctions that may be useful.  Publishing the ‘finalised’ version of their PSHEE Ground Rules for display in the classroom and to consider rewards and sanctions that might be appropriate for PSHEE sessions.  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
NO warm up today.  Extended time required for establishing and publishing of rules to take place or consider using two or more sessions for this.
Activity 1

As a whole class look at the previous Ground Rules and ask the key questions listed below.  Record the children’s contributions as necessary.  Use a voting system to help decide on which rules to keep, for example, you might tell the children that the 3 or 5 most useful/ relevant rules from the previous year can be kept such as the right to pass, keeping secrets and that they will then need to create/ decide on 7 or 5 new rules for the new class.  Talk partners and feedback ideas for new rules.  Then, in small groups the children use a Diamond Nine or similar ranking system (e.g. most important to least important scale) to rank the rules and decide on the new class Ground Rules for PSHEE.  Group feedback and work as a whole class to decide on the ultimate list ensuring there is agreement.

Activity 2

Ensure that children are happy with the finalised rules.  Discuss different ways that the rules could be published for example, as a list using Microsoft Word, Publisher or similar, as a poster, in photograph format.

Children to work in groups to publish the rules.  The following are suggestions only and will be affected by the resources that are available for you to use.

· Make a poster of the rules using Office or Publisher.

· Make a power point of the rules for display on an electronic photo frame/ via interactive whiteboard (could be added to school website, presented in assembly, shown to school governors, used with the school council).

· Take photographs of children following the rules and add information using Office.

DIFFERENTIATION
Individual or small group with an adult.

	PLENARY
Display the finalised ground rules and go through each one in turn.  Ask the children why they are important and make links to general school rules.

*Ensure that all the people who are involved with the class and the children themselves have signed an agreement sheet showing that they will follow the PSHEE Ground Rules. Display in a prominent position.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What has changed?

2. Why?

3. How have we grown in what we can do or expect of ourselves and others?

4. Which rules are still relevant?

5. Which were not that useful/ helpful?

6. Is there a need for rewards and sanctions?

7. If so, what?

(Rewards and Sanctions will be dealt with in more detail in Lesson 8.)
