	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know why it is important to keep our class ground rules.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know about rewards and sanctions.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Rewards, sanctions, Ground Rules, decision making, importance.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
Ground Rules for PSHEE from Week 1.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to the new Ground Rules that were created in week 1.  Tell the children that this lesson is all about considering and possibly agreeing on rewards and sanctions that might be appropriate for PSHEE sessions that will help the rules be kept by everyone in the class.  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Human Pretzyl – Children in small groups

One child is ‘it’.  The rest of the group stand in a circle and hold hands.  The child who is ‘it’ turns away, whilst the group get themselves all muddled up and in a tangle (they must not let go of hands whilst doing this).  On a signal the child who is ‘it’ must gently try and untangle the group!  Rules: No pulling or over stretching, child who is ‘it’ must not peek whilst the group are pretzyl-ing, no speaking!
Activity 1- Discussion based

Ask the following key questions (talk partners and feedback)

Why are they useful/ important?

What are rewards?

Why can keeping ground rules be difficult?
Why is it important to keep ground rules?

How can we help one another keep them?
What is the importance of sanctions?

Why are sanctions used?

Which sanctions do you consider are most effective?

Which rewards and sanctions are used within school already?

List with the children some key rewards and key sanctions – the children will then decide on their chosen ‘Top Two’ rewards and sanctions (e.g. by blind voting).  You may wish to consider a whole class reward as well as individual rewards.  

Activity 2

Use Conscience Alley technique for the following statements.

· Rewards are a waste of time.

· There should not be any sanctions in school.

· Ground Rules are not important.

DIFFERENTIATION
Individual or small group with an adult.

Small interview group to ‘interview’ the Headteacher or member of senior management team about rewards and sanctions in the school – why the school has them, how they were decided upon, how they could involve children in the decision making process etc.

	PLENARY
Recap on the usefulness of rewards and sanctions.  Look at the rewards and sanctions that the class have decided on for use in conjunction with their PSHEE Ground Rules.

Make sure that the rewards and sanctions are displayed prominently with the Ground Rules.
