	THEME: Out and About

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Weeks 1 and 2 were SEAL focused – taking turns when talking and viewpoints, this will be the first session specifically linked to being Out and About.  The previous weeks do have clear links to activities and learning that will take place during the following lessons.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know some facts about keeping myself safe (personal safety).

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some facts about keeping myself safe in different situations.
I can identify places/situations that may cause me harm.
I have thought about how to keep myself and others safe in tricky situations.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Safety, harm, danger, personal safety, help, responsibility, confidence, decision making.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Ask the children what they think is meant by ‘personal safety’.  Talk partners and feedback.  Tell the children that the next few lessons are all going to be linked to being out and about and staying safe.  Ask the children to thought shower in small groups about places /areas /situations (including on the internet) where they think they need to take care with their own safety.  Record their ideas, this could start a mind map which can be added to each lesson.  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Circle time activity

I feel safe when....
Activity 1 

Take the children for a walk around the school to look for things that are in place to keep them safe.  Discuss.  Place 3 or 4 ‘location safety cards’ on each table.  Children to pick one and with a partner or in a small group think of 3-5 safety rules that could be linked to that place.  For example, home safety.  Don’t play in the kitchen when someone is cooking.  Keep away from sharp knives.  Keep water and electricity apart.  Remove cloths and towels from near the oven/hob etc.  Share ideas.  Whose responsibility is it to keep the children safe?

Activity 2 

Focus in on personal safety.  Record the children’s ideas from the previous activity using just the ‘personal safety’ ideas.  Can they add any more safety rules that link with personal safety?  Share the following true story with the children (adapted from www.childalert.co.uk)
‘Emma and Jasmine, fun loving best mates were waiting by the school gate just outside the playground waiting for their lift home.  The two 7 year olds began joking about a boy in their class who had brought a silly toy to school when a car pulled up. The lady driver said to the two girls ‘I’ve come to collect you both and take you home.  Your mothers sent me. Come on get in!’ Jasmine rushed to the car and got in.  Emma said to the lady driver ‘If someone else was going to collect us my mother would have told me or my teacher’.  Jasmine dashed out of the car back to Emma’s side and the driver pulled away.  The girls ran back into the school and told the school secretary.’  
Ask the key questions…  

1. What was dangerous about the situation?

2. Which girl did the right thing?  Why?

3. What should you do if this ever happened to you?

4. Can you think of any more rules that could apply to this situation?

5. Were the girls right to tell?  Why?

DIFFERENTIATION
In small groups create a short scenario about personal safety based on the story used.  Children practise reacting to the situation.  Freeze frame at different stages – what was each character thinking/ feeling?

	PLENARY
Re-emphasise the importance of staying safe.  Create some ‘Golden Rules’ for personal safety.  The following ideas may help:-

Three golden words are: who, where and when.  Children should know, and be able to explain, who they are going out with, where they are going, and when they will be returning.

All the children should be given the message never to go off with someone, even someone they know, without asking the person who looks after them first.  Children should always walk on pavements facing oncoming traffic.  If approached by someone in a car, children should turn in the opposite direction and get to a place of safety.  If asked for help, children should be encouraged to contact a trusted adult immediately, and never to agree to a stranger's requests. 

(The following could be an opportunity to meet with parents and children together.  Empower children by telling them about the people and services there to help them, for example, the police and other emergency services, and charity hotlines and websites.)  Start a mind map about Staying Safe which can be added to each week.

2. Why is it important to keep ourselves safe?
