	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know about road safety.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know where to find information about road safety and about the different types of road crossings.
I can cross a road safely.
I have thought about how to cross a road safely.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Traffic, look and listen, pedestrian, high-visibility, fluorescent, reflective, consequences, crash, collision, incident, hazard, risk, unsafe, TV campaign, route, junction, pelican crossing, traffic island, witness, zebra crossing, crossing patrol.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Ask the children if anyone had to cross a road on the way to school.  Discuss.  Ask the children what they know about crossing roads safely.  Tell them that they will be learning about all the different ways to cross roads safely.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: 
If it is at all possible it is very useful to arrange a visit from the local road safety officer.  It may also be beneficial to arrange an off-site visit to look at the local roads around the school.  The following activities can be used to reinforce learning from that session or can be used as a stand alone lesson.

Activity 1

Discuss the different types of road crossings – show pictures.  Set up a mock road in the hall or playground with different types of crossings and role play crossing the road safely.  Ask the children what they should do if there are no road crossings /underpasses for them to use.  Make a poster using Publisher or a PowerPoint presentation about crossing the road safely.  Use this to teach younger children the importance of staying safe when crossing a road.  

Activity 2 

Use the www.dft.gov.uk/think/education website to play a variety of games linked to reinforcing road safety.  Include the discussion about crossing roads safely at night.  If your school is supporting Road Safety Week there may also be activities that can be downloaded from their website to support learning.

DIFFERENTIATION
Create an assembly presentation about road safety.  Carry out web research to find high-visibility products (fluorescent and reflective) for young pedestrians which can be considered cool or which at least the age group would be prepared to wear (if there are none, design some!)

Using a map of the local area mark on the safe road crossing places or decide where crossings would be useful and which type of crossing.  Write a letter to the local authority asking for safer roads /road crossings near the school.  Design some 20mph road signs.

	PLENARY
How do we stay safe near roads /when crossing roads?  What should you do if there are no crossings?  What can you do to stay safe when it is dark?  Add new /extra information to mind map started in the previous lesson.  Ask the children about other aspects of road safety - bikes, car travel.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What is road safety?

2. What are the main ways to stay safe when needing to cross a road?

3. What are the different types of road crossings?

4. What should you do if there is no road crossing nearby?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Teach the teacher – children to teach the teacher how to cross a road safely.
