	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Start by thinking about what humans need to live – food (fuel), air (oxygen), warmth.  Light a candle and ask what the flame needs to stay ‘alive’ – food (fuel – wax), air (oxygen), heat.  Ask the children who helps us if there is a fire? Show pupils a fire triangle picture  from: http://www.hantsfire.gov.uk/kidzone/7nup/firetriangle.htm (this link has a clear fire triangle and information about it) and discuss.  Ask the children to think about ways we can stop the candle burning.  When we blow out the candle what are we stopping? - Heat.  When we put water on the candle what are we stopping? - Heat.  When we use a candlesnuffer what are we taking away? - Oxygen.  When the candle has no more wax and burns right to the end what has been taken away? - Wax - Fuel. 

Think about different ways fire-fighters put out fires and which part of the fire triangle each method stops. Or you can also relate the fire triangle to ‘stop, drop and roll’ if someone's clothes catch fire.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: 
If at all possible arrange for the local Community Fire Safety Officer to come to the school to do a presentation/talk.
Activity 1

Take the children for a walk around the school to notice what the school has to keep them safe in the case of a fire.  Remind the children what happens during a fire drill.  There may be an opportunity to do a fire drill during the week – discuss with the Headteacher.  Watch some videos about fires, available online and discuss.  Discuss what should be done in the event of a fire.

Activity 2

Discuss with the children what ‘fires’ they may have at home e.g. If parents light candles, open fires, log burners, bonfires, gas fires.  Discuss the fact that all of those objects are relatively safe if treated carefully.

Role play calling 999.  The teacher could be the operator.  Hot seat, what was it like to call the operator?  Make sure that all the children are aware that 999 should only be called in an emergency and that it is very wrong and children can get into trouble if they make prank calls.

Activity 3

Use some of the websites to investigate fire safety.
DIFFERENTIATION
Make a fire safety poster ‘If You Find A Fire...’

	PLENARY
Add additional information to the mind map started in previous lessons.  Recap on what to do in the event of a fire.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. How can fires start?

2. What do fires need to burn?

3. What should you do if you find a fire?
