	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

What does bullying mean to the children?  In pairs or small groups as the children to write their own definitions of bullying.  Share.  Identify similarities /differences.  From all the ideas pull together one class definition of bullying.  Recap on what there is in the school that is linked to bullying.  Go over the school policy or school charter.  This may be a good opportunity to revise /update the school charter.  Make the links between bullying and safety.  Ask the children if bullying only takes place in school.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Look at the examples of anti-bullying posters provided on www.antibullyingweek.co.uk.  Discuss.  In pairs make own large posters for display around school.  The poster must include a clear anti-bullying message. 

Activity 2 

Discuss the people involved in bullying – the bully, bystander and victims – what do each of these words mean, thought shower and create class definitions.  As a class, identify bulling situations.  Record.  Small groups chose a situation and role play different ‘bullying’ scenarios with each person taking on a different role.  Freeze frame – how is each person feeling at different points in the scenario?  Discuss.

DIFFERENTIATION
Interview the Headteacher or school council about bullying in the school and how it is being dealt with.

Are there any incidents?  



Has it improved?

Why do they think it has/hasn’t improved?

What else can be done?
Make an anti-bullying magazine.  Make a list of positive ways to deal with bullying.

	PLENARY
Recap on what bullying is, the main roles of the people involved in bullying and what can be done about bullying /where to go for help.

1. What is bullying?

2. What are the main ‘roles’ in bullying?

3. How can bullying make the victim feel?

4. What should be done about bullying?

5. What measures are in place in school to prevent /take care of bullying?
