	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Ask the children what happens to daylight hours as we go into winter.  Hopefully they will identify that the evenings get darker and we have less daylight.  Discuss what effects this can have /what we have to do to adjust.  Ask the children how the dark evenings can have an effect on our safety and what we might need to do to keep safe at this time of year.  Lead the discussion to focus on road safety and being out and about in the dark.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Watch Tales of the Road, The Girl Who didn’t Dress Bright in the Dark. 
Discuss and then investigate the other resources on the be-bright page (customised back packs, ideas for standing out in the dark, a game).  Show the children the Be Bright, Be Seen poster (you will need to pre-order this – free).  Children to make their own posters showing why it is important to wear bright clothing when it is dark.  Create their own slogan.
Activity 2 
Use websites to research reflective clothing and design an outfit for the children.  The children could bring a teddy in and use scrap materials etc to create a 3D version of their outfit.  Ask the children to identify what else might be useful to have apart from clothing (e.g. torch, whistle).

DIFFERENTIATION
Make a campaign telling other children in the school why it is important to be clearly seen on dark nights.  Interview the school council /children from other classes about what the school could do to recognise and bring more attention to child safety during the darker hours of winter.  Use websites to research how much it would cost to buy a ‘dark night’ outfit.

	PLENARY
Create a mind map with the children about how to stay safe when it is dark.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What can be done to stay safer in the dark?

2. Where can we find clothes/ gadgets/ tools to make us stand out in the dark?

3. Why is it important to stand out in the dark?
