	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know about how to stay safe during the winter.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know about the dangers linked to ice/snow and how to get help if needed.
I can keep myself safe in icy/snowy weather.
I have thought about how to stay safe during the winter.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Water, water safety, ice, drowning, rescue, sledging, helmets, protective clothing, hazard, dangers, accidents.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
This lesson has been developed to support teaching and learning for children with a particular focus on staying safe in winter, particularly during icy /snowy weather.  After two hard winters and an increase in the number of people killed or injured from going onto thin ice it was felt important to include this lesson.  Drowning is the third most common cause of accidental death among the under 16s.  The following general websites may support teacher knowledge, they tend to be linked to general water safety.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Discuss with the children what they like about the winter, particularly when it is really cold and snowy /icy.  Move on to discuss the dangers /hazards of this time of year – record.  Discuss what the children and their families do to try and stay safe e.g. Wear more clothes, wear boots, wellies.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Circle activity

I like winter because...

Activity 1

Show children the ‘Beware Thin Ice’ symbol.  Discuss where you might find the sign and why it might be important.  Discuss the dangers of going on to ice formed on water during winter.  Children design their own safety symbol/ sign for warning about ice.  Role play what to do if an emergency happens.

Activity 2 - Conscience Alley

Use different statements linked to winter safety e.g.

· Children should not be allowed out to play when there is snow and ice.

· Sledging should be banned.

· All lakes should have big fences around them in winter.

· Snow ball fights should be banned.

Discuss /record the ‘for’s’ and ‘against’ for each argument.

DIFFERENTIATION
Create a role play about winter safety.  Make a list of what can be done at school to keep people safe when it is icy/ snowy.  Design an outfit/ survival kit for hazardous winter conditions.

	PLENARY
Recap on the possible hazards/ dangers of icy/ snowy conditions.  Create a class charter for Staying safe in Winter.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What safety hazards might be encountered in icy/ snowy weather conditions? 

2. What can you do to stay safe during these times?
