	THEME: Looking Forward

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Children will already have discussed their individual learning styles and therefore these can be developed during this lesson.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know I am responsible for my own learning and behaviour.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know I have rights and responsibilities in school and society.

I can identify my wants and needs.

I have thought about the wants and needs of others.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Responsibility, responsible, respect, target, want, need, goal, trust.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
Wants and needs cards, these can be your own or UNICEF have their own ‘Rights, wants and needs’ cards (http://www.unicef.org.uk/tz/resources/assets/pdf/wants_and_needs.pdf) 

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Teacher to introduce the key vocabulary words and discuss with the class what they mean.  Share the WILF learning objectives as a focus for the end of the lesson achievement.  Children need to then select a partner that they feel they can trust.  The teacher should not give any clarification of the word trust at this point but should select children from random pairs to join another pair to make a group of three for the trust activity.

Teacher to then select three children to demonstrate how to complete a triangle trust activity.

One child needs to sit or stand between two other children, one chosen for trust and the other chosen by the teacher.  The two outside children need to rock the middle child between them.  The activity should then be repeated so that all three children experience being rocked and are able to share how they felt with the class.  As a class discuss how it felt to be rocked asking:

What did the person in the middle want the other to children to do?

What did the two children want the child in the middle to do?

What did the three children need?
Discuss the importance of trust and the wants and needs of the individuals.  Discuss if the wants and needs of the class were the same.  Some children may have wanted their peers to rock them gently whilst others may have wanted to be rocked harder.  Some may have wanted or needed to stop and others could have continued as they enjoyed the experience.  They may have trusted their chosen partner more than the teachers chosen partner.  These are like classroom rules.  Why do we have rules?  Related to class wants and needs in the classroom and the playground.  There is opportunity at this point for a circle time related to wants and needs in the classroom, what are our responsibilities? 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

What do we need to maintain a happy and healthy life?  Before looking at the rights and responsibilities of the community and wider world it is important that children understand they have rights and responsibilities in school and society itself, and that there needs to be a balance between rights and responsibilities.

In friendship pairs the children need to sort the wants and needs cards into two piles using the headings I need…   and I want…

The teacher or children need to read the cards to the class to ensure that the wording is understood by all the children and they understand the activity.

When the paired activity is completed, two pairs should then combine to make a group of four.  Share their wants and needs and as a group and create a group wants and needs sheet to share with the whole class.  This should be a time to develop discussion skills and ability to work as a team, listening and respecting their peer’s opinions but also making joint decisions. 

Teacher should then choose one group to share with the class and discuss the importance of everyone having an opinion which should be valued, but also understanding that some of the statements are necessary for us to stay alive and other statements are not needs but wants because we could survive without them.  Sometimes we want to achieve something and therefore we need to set a goal to achieve what we want.

Activity 2 

Read a story about a person wanting to go somewhere and how they had to overcome frustration, obstacles and consequences before they could achieve their goal.  This could be the SEAL story Daisy and Rehana from Year 2 Going for Goals (Blue Book Y1 and Y2 page 21) or a traditional story such as Red Riding Hood or Jack and the Beanstalk.

In mixed ability groups identify what the character wanted and how they achieved this goal.

Discuss the wants and needs for the group, record notes on paper so that they can be shared with the class.  When the class has shared their wants and needs of the individuals in the class, attention should then focus on the wants and needs of a school in a less fortunate area or a school in another country (this could be linked to a country that the children may have been investigating as part of their work in geography, Modern Foreign Languages or another themed area of learning.)   How are these same or different?  Who is responsible for our wants and needs? 

DIFFERENTIATION
To ensure that all children can access the wants and needs cards it is important that at least one child in each group can read the cards, alternatively use the picture cards instead of word cards.

	PLENARY
Refers back to the WILF learning outcomes and give children time to reflect on their learning.  Ask selected children to share how they think they have rights and responsibilities in school and society and what they now know about wants and needs.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Why do we need to respect other people’s opinion?

2. Why should we think about the needs of others?

3. Why is it important to think about our own needs?
