	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Children will have started to consider the needs of another country and developed skills for working as a team.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know how others can help me achieve my goal and how I can help others.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that things cost different amounts in other countries.

I can set a goal for myself.

I have thought about what people need in other countries.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Empathy.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

This activity should be used to develop skills for working with others and developing individual learning styles.  It is linked to SEAL for setting goals.

In friendship pairs the children need to identify a goal that they would like to achieve this week.  They need to focus on an achievable goal that their partner could help them achieve.  Each child needs to have set their goal and thought about how it can be achieved.  This might be they can recall the 4 times table in less than one minute, spell a common key word accurately in their writing, improve their handwriting, make a scientific prediction, paint a detailed picture in art or even complete their DT activity.  The Goals need to be displayed so that the other class members are aware of these goals and can offer support and encouragement.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Working as a whole class to introduce the activity but then moving into groups

Revisit work from previous lesson on wants and needs of the class and the wider community.
Introduce the whole class activity: ask the children to imagine they have been given £100 pocket money.  What would this buy?  Teacher to make sure the children have a realistic idea about how much items cost.  For example they couldn’t buy a swimming pool but they could buy a water pump, they couldn’t buy a car but they could buy toy cars.

In small groups discuss how they would spend this money, thinking about them or reflecting on the previous lesson and considering the wants and needs of the wider community/ world.  In their group they need to record how they would spend the £100. Teacher needs to emphasise that this has to be a group decision and there has to be a good reason for what they would purchase.  Each group needs to then nominate a spokesperson to share their work with the class. 

When all groups have presented their ideas/ work there should be a discussion about how the money was spent

· Did anyone say they would save the money/invest the money for the future?

· Did anyone want to treat themselves or treat a friend or member of their family?

· Did anyone have a long term plan?

· Did anyone think of the needs of other?

· What are the advantages/disadvantages of how people choose to spend their money?

Activity 2 - Developing Economic Well-being
During this activity the children will need to work in groups of the same learning style so the teacher will need to have organised this in advance of the lesson.

Scenario for the children to discuss: “You have been given £100 to spend on a community from a country of your choice.  Which country and community would you choose? “ 

If the class are not already studying a country it may be necessary to discuss countries that they have studied previously or have heard about through the media.  In small groups the children need to research their chosen country and identify an area of need using;

· The internet

· Books

· Charity information packs

· Teachers notes

· Poster packs 

· Talking to an adult or peers

Once they have identified the need for their chosen country they need to identify how much it would cost to purchase items to address these needs.

WorldAid, WaterAid, FoodAid and OXFAM Unwrapped provide posters that show the cost of purchasing animals, water pumps, education and food for different countries.  It may be useful to have these ready for the children to use, as time will be limited.

£££ Opportunity to link with fundraising/charitable giving activities.

In each group the children need to present their findings to meet their learning style.  This could be an oral presentation, artwork, a factual poster or a drama activity.  The teacher could then take digital photos as a tool for assessment and record of the learning style used by the children in the class.

DIFFERENTIATION
Some children may need teacher input to ensure their targets are challenging or achievable, ensuring they are matched to the individual ability.

	PLENARY
This should be at the end of the week so that the children can review their targets with their partner.  Questions that could be provided to support the self-reflection exercise could be:

1. Did you have a plan?  Did it work?  Why?

2. What did your partner do that supported you or gave you encouragement?

3. Did anyone else support you working towards your goal?

4. Did you have to change your plan?  Why?

5. Did you achieve your goal?  How did it feel?

Share the presentations with the class and if possible display the work in the classroom so that it can be used in future lessons. 

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What is empathy?

2. What skills do you need to work well in a team/group?

3. What have you learned about global issues, such as poverty?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Review the children’s learning styles and ability to work in different groupings.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

This lesson could be taught as part of a Literacy lesson or Geography lesson related to economic well-being in different countries.
