	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1
This aim of this lesson is to plan a fund raising event that will raise money for a given charity.  The charity event will need to be planned to meet the needs of the school.           The children should be actively involved in the whole process including sending/ taking the money to the chosen charity.  It should only be a simple fundraising event as the children will revisit this unit in the second cycle of the scheme.  

The children will need to be taught that as a team they will need to take on a given responsibility, they also need to be aware of how this responsibility fits into the team.

In groups the children could be given the following responsibilities:

1. Publicity team are responsible for advertising the event and could arrange for a local newspaper reporter to attend the event.

2. Resources team- organise and purchase any resources that are needed for the event.

3. Financial team- need to have organised a float and take responsibility for all monetary events involved in the fundraising process.

4. Front line team- These will be the children selling the tickets, produce etc.

Children need to be aware that not everything happens at once so they might not have their own job at the beginning of the fundraising process but can still support the other children.
It might be useful for this activity to be part of the literacy and numeracy lessons during this week so that the children can experience a real life situation.

It is also a prime time to involve outside agencies and financial institutes like charity shops, banks and building societies.  A local shop may be willing to support the children in their fundraising by providing advice or resources for the children to use. Make the experience as fun as possible and find time at the end to celebrate their achievement.

DIFFERENTIATION
The fundraising team will need to be chosen to meet the needs of the class to ensure that the children are given a challenge but are also given the opportunity to succeed and achieve both individual goals and their fundraising goal.

	PLENARY
Think of all the skills that you have used to plan your fund-raising activity as a class this term.  Each child should then write the skill that they are the must proud of on a piece of paper. The pieces of paper should then be joined to create a chain of champions to celebrate the success of the class in planning their event.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What skills do you need to work well in a team?

2. What did you find easy/ hard when you planned the charity event?

3. How could you improve this next time?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
What have you learned about setting goals?  As part of the plenary, pupils should complete the ‘Traffic Light’ self assessments for the unit.
