	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Trade cards from Oxfam resources folder (‘A Long Way From Home’) – OR

· Cards showing food from around the world that is grown in different countries, for example cotton, tea, coffee, bananas, oranges, cocoa.

· World map or/and atlases

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Develop the children’s understanding of how sometimes it is difficult to reach a goal because of the barriers they might meet and the effort and perseverance that they might need to develop.

Read the poem ‘The race’ from the SEAL “Going for Goals” (Yellow Book Y3 and Y4 page 26) resources or a similar poem that could then be related to the work of children living in poverty, war or deprivation in other countries.

The teacher then needs to ask questions about the poem. The following questions are based on the ideas from the SEAL unit of work.

1. Who is the main character in the poem? 

2. What is the main ‘message’ in the poem?

3. How do you think the character feels?

4. How does the poem make you feel?

5. What were the obstacles that had to be overcome?

6. How did the character overcome these barriers?

7. Can the children relate to this experience?

A circle time could be used to explore personal experiences.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 

This activity is based on the ideas from ‘A long way from home’ (OXFAM resource - Finding your way through trade; OXFAM trade cards).  It is like playing ‘happy families’ and should be used to develop children’s understanding of where the food they eat may have been grown and produced.  This activity will build on the previous unit of work where the children investigated the origin of a variety of foods from around the world.

You will need to have made a set of 32 cards showing eight different types of food and four different origins for each food type, using the resource provided in the Oxfam Resources folder.

The game is for four players.  The dealer shuffles the cards and deals six cards to each player.  The remaining cards are placed in a stack face down in the middle of the table.

The player to the left of the dealer starts the game by asking another player for a particular product card (e.g. Tea) but the player asking for the cards must already have at least one of the same product cards (tea).  If the player asked has the card, s/he must hand over the card and then the same player can ask another player for a second card. 

If the player asked does not have the card then they must answer no and the turn passes to them.

The previous player has to then take a card from the stack in the middle of the table.

When a player has a complete set, these cards must be placed face up in front of the other players.  The winner is the player with the most complete sets.

After playing the game the children should use a world map or atlas to locate some of the countries shown on the trade cards.  This information could then be used to think about the method of transport that would be needed to bring the goods to our country. 

Why do we not grow these crops/ plants in our own country?          

Have we always had access to these foods?  Why?

Activity 2 - What is a farmer?  What is a farm?

Divide the class into groups.  Give them ten minutes to write down as many words as possible related to the word ‘Farm’.

Are all farms the same?   

Do all farms produce the same product?

Are farms only in one place? 

Where would you find a farm?

Who lives on a farm? 


What makes a good farmer?

What resources does a farmer need? 

£££ Do all farmers who produce the same product get paid the same price? If not, why not? ( Re-cap on previous understanding of Fair Trade)

Extension: use books and the internet to research local and global farms.  Ensure that children know that there are farms all over the world that produce a variety of products that we use in our everyday lives.

DIFFERENTIATION
All children should be able to play the game with support for SEN children to understand the cards.  Lower achievers could be paired with more able children to complete the map work.

	PLENARY
As a class track the journey of one product from the origin of growth to the table.  The teacher could use a raw material such as sugar cane and a sugar based product to discuss the changes that take place.  In a raw condition the product does not look very interesting but when packaged it looks very different.

Why do we need packaging? 



What are the positive aspects of packaging?

What are the negative aspects of packaging?

Discuss cost to the consumer, cost to the farmer and also cost to the environment.
