	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Discuss ‘Where does money come from?’  Children to work in pairs.  They have two minutes to record as many different jobs as they can.
· What do people do with the money they’ve earned?

· Does everyone earn the same amount of money?

· Where do people store/ keep their money?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: Enterprise Activity
As a class the children need to decide how they could raise money to fund a chosen activity.  This could be setting up a school tuck shop, a school trip, raising funds for an eco-warrior activity, raising money for the development of a school garden etc. 

This needs to be a whole class discussion but not all children can be responsible for every aspect of the enterprise activity. The aim of the activity should be to develop group skills and the ability for the whole class to work together to reach a joint goal.
