	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Story about families e.g. ‘Tell me again about the night I was born’ by Jamie Lee Curtis

· Photos of different forms of families either from the children or from the internet (use multicultural where possible)

· Pieces of paper A4/3, pencils, crayons

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

This may need careful handling depending on the familial backgrounds of the children
Ask the children to talk about what they think the word ‘family’ means.  Feedback some of their ideas, reinforcing the facts that there is no standard form of family and that members of our family are special people who are important to us.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Divide the children into pairs/ small groups and give each one a photo/ picture of a family.  Ask them:

Who is in the family?




What age are the family members?

What kinds of family relationships are there?
Put the pictures on a board and as a whole class and discuss each pairs/ groups observations and any similarities and differences between the families.  It is important to reinforce the concept that families exist in lots of different forms, but all forms are valuable and worthwhile.  Make a list of different kinds of family i.e. children who live with one parent, adopted children, parents and grandparents living in one house, step-parents etc.
Activity 2 

Read a story about families such as ‘Tell me again about the night I was born’.  Discuss with the class the family in the story, family members etc.  Give each child a large piece of paper.  Ask them to draw and label their family (include extended family).  Bring all the pictures together and discuss and celebrate the different forms.  Use them as a base for a display or a book.
