	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Year 3 lesson 1 (SEAL) understanding guilt.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Learning how to take responsibility for my actions.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that how I feel about something helps me to make a good choice.
I can take responsibility for what I choose to do.
I have thought about how to make a good choice.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Guilty, choice/choose, conscience, happy/ unhappy, responsibility, honest, deliberate, accident.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· SEAL Yellow set from ‘Relationships’ Years 3 and 4 page 19 resource sheet ‘Taking responsibility’ (enough for the class to have one for each pair)

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

On the IWB or on the board draw 3 columns Mum/ Dad/ Me (this may need extra columns if there are children in your class that have different familial patterns at home).
Go through a variety of domestic duties e.g. feeding pets, filling car with petrol, mowing the lawn, making the beds, cooking etc.  Write down the tasks that the majority of the children say does them at home under the appropriate person (this can also lead to an interesting discussion on male/ female roles).
Discuss the idea of responsibility.  Everyone is responsible for their own behaviour but as they get older, people have an increasing number of responsibilities.  Make sure that the children understand that sometimes we feel responsible for things that are not our fault.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 pair work

Recap the idea of guilt.  Remind the children that most feelings have a purpose e.g. pain tell us to move away from whatever is causing the pain.
What could the purpose of guilt be?  Perhaps to tell us that there is a problem that we need to solve?

Put the children into pairs (you may want to put able readers with less able readers).  Give each pair a set of the ‘Taking responsibility’ sheets and a pair of scissors.  Ask the children to divide the cards into 2 piles: 

· those in which you would expect the person to feel guilty and;
· those where the person is not responsible and so should not be feeling guilty.
As a class discuss in which piles the children have put the cards.  Are there any scenarios where they have found themselves in a similar situation?  How did they feel?

Activity 2 

Use ‘Jack’s choice’ from the CD-ROM.  This explores the more complex emotions that lead us up to doing something that we would regret and feel guilty about.  The children could work in pairs to explore the story.

In the story the child has to make a choice and listens to two voices to tell him what to do.  You could introduce the idea of ‘conscience’ like two characters sitting on your shoulders one (your conscience) telling you to do the ‘wise’ thing and one the ‘unwise’ thing.  A good example would be Jiminy Cricket in Pinocchio (if there is time, the children could draw a picture of their conscience and perhaps write a character profile to go with it).
DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability: make a poster, either as a group or individually about things that the children are responsible for in class and in the wider school community.  This could include table monitors, stacking chairs etc as well as references to appropriate behaviour, eating nicely etc

Lower Ability: TA/ adult support to help with sorting the responsibility cards.  It may be appropriate to reduce the number of cards that they deal with.

	PLENARY
Divide the board into 2, with headings: things that I do that make people happy and things that I do that don’t make people happy.  Ask the children for suggestions for either column.  How could they make the happy column into the one with the most ideas?  Remind children of previous learning where it was concluded that frequently it was not necessarily how much money someone had spent, but the time, care and attention that he/she had “spent”. 

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Who does these jobs at home?

2. Are you paid for any jobs you do?

3. Should you be paid? Or not? 

4. Who is responsible for jobs being carried out?

5. Should all members of the family participate?

6. Who feels/ should not feel guilty?  

7. What do I do that makes people happy?

8. What do I do that doesn’t make people happy?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

The children could take on an appropriate extra job/ chore at home.  It could be a permanent or temporary arrangement.
