	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Creating an autobiography box.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that I have changed and will keep changing as I grow older.
I can tell you what I was like when I was younger.

I have thought about the changes that are going to happen to me.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Autobiography, habit, memories, interests, early childhood, change, characteristics, future, favourite.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Shoe boxes or equivalent size.

· Photos/ pictures/ paper to stick on box

· Pictures/ photos/ items to go inside box

· Glue, pencils, paper, pens, scissors

· Access to internet for images

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Write ‘autobiography’ on the whiteboard.

What do the children know about ‘autobiography’?  Have they heard of anyone famous who has an autobiography published?  Why do people like to read them?  What does the autobiography tell us about the person? 

We are going to look at making our own autobiography, but in a box format, not in a book.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 ( whole class/ paired work )

In pairs talk about their earliest childhood memories: holidays, birthdays, maybe going to hospital/ first time at the dentist etc.  Feed back to the class and record some of them.

What about their favourite toy, a favourite food, a habit they had, something naughty that they did, a favourite outfit?  The sort of things that summed up their character at that age.  Again feedback to the class and record.

Repeat this process with life at home and school now.  How have they changed?  How has their life changed?  Are there some characteristics that they have kept?

Talk about what they can put in their boxes.  They are going to put in objects/ pictures/ writing of things that characterise them when they were little.  These can be coded by using a particular colour or shape of paper or by a method chosen by the individual child.

Then they are going to do the same with their life at the moment.  Again these can be differentiated to show the difference between the earlier years and the present. 

Activity 2 (Whole class/ individual) 

Bring the class together: this time we are thinking into the future.

Talking in pairs: What type of work do the children think they will be doing? 

£££ You could link this in with previous work on pupils’ individual talents and interests.  What sort of jobs might they want to do?  Make pupils aware that some jobs earn more than others and this affects their lifestyle.

Where do they think they will be living?  Will they be driving?  What sort of person do they think they will be?  What will their interests be? etc.  Try to keep ideas within the realms of reality. 

The idea is that they can look at their boxes in the future and see whether they were right about themselves.  Again, using the chosen form of differentiation, the children can find pictures and write down thoughts of how they think they’ll be in the future.

If there is any time left, the children can individualise their boxes with paper and pictures.
DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability: Research into people who have had an autobiography published individually or as a small group. 

Lower Ability: TAs could scribe for slow writers or help to find pictures from internet.  The form of differentiating the different eras could be decided before the lesson so that they are ready to use e.g. cut out pieces of paper in 3 different colours.

	PLENARY
Share some of the boxes.
