Aggressive to Assertive Statements

Liam, you are such a loser!  You never get your work done and we always have to stay in when it’s your fault. 

This could be changed into an assertive statement:

Liam, I feel very upset that you have not finished your work again and this will mean we have to stay in at playtime.  It would be great if you concentrated on your work and finished it before playtime.

You thief, you took my pencil sharpener without asking.  If you do that again I’ll get you.

That pen doesn’t belong to you so put it back before I tell the teacher.

Oh! I want a word with you about what you did to my brother last night.

You fool. You broke that book on purpose so that you didn’t have to do any work.
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
