	THEME: Ready, Steady, Go

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Children have learnt about how everyone goes through change.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
We are learning who we can trust.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know there are strangers I can go to for help.

I can tell you who a stranger is.
I have thought about some strategies to deal with people that make me feel uncomfortable.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Stranger, trust, uncomfortable, strategies, safe, personal information, Red riding Hood / wolf.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Picture of Red Riding Hood and the Wolf (if wanted)

· Classroom visitors (if possible, it would be great to get in several people not known to the children to come in and be ‘strangers’. If you can get a difference in age or male or female that helps the children to understand).

Alternatively:

· Pictures of different people (from a range of ethnic groups) use some of familiar adults and some in uniforms such as the police/ nurses / firemen etc.

· Paper/ book / pencils/ pens

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

We all know the story of Red Riding Hood.  Get the children to tell you the story in detailed sections.

Where did Red Riding Hood go wrong?  She didn’t know who the wolf was but she gave him information about where she was going.  Red Riding Hood couldn’t trust him.  What does ‘trust’ mean i.e. can be relied on, can be confident in them, they are safe etc.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Using your volunteers or your pictures, ask the children who is the stranger?  Ask the children in groups or pairs to discuss and then record in writing / drawing on A3 paper.  Are there OK strangers and not OK strangers?  Are there strangers that you can trust?
Come back as a class and look at the ideas.  Possible conclusions:

· a stranger looks like anyone else.

· they can be male or female, young or old

· they are someone you don’t know

But

· Mum and Dad or carers can introduce you to strangers ( who you should be able to trust)

· There are strangers that you can trust: police / firemen/ nurses/ traffic wardens etc

It’s important that the, sometimes, common idea of all strangers looking odd or behaving badly towards others, is discussed and rationalised with the children as they may ultimately have to rely on strangers for help.  Are there things that people do that make you feel uncomfortable / not safe? This can include peers, adults and teenagers.  Record their ideas on their sheets and then report back. 

Activity 2 

If you are stopped by someone e.g. someone in school, an adult, a teenager, a bully, someone your own age and they make you feel uncomfortable; What should you do?  Who can you go to?  Be polite, get to a familiar adult, a stranger you know you can trust, talk loudly to attract other people’s attention, run! etc

What shouldn’t you do?

Don’t go with them or take anything from them.  Don’t be a Red Riding Hood and give personal information to people you are not sure of.  Don’t tell them your address, phone number, e-mail or face book address, favourite place to be, where you go every Saturday etc

Emphasise that if anything that makes them feel uncomfortable has happened, it is really important that they tell their Mum, Dad or carer at home, so they can help too.

In pairs or threes, role play a scenario where you meet someone you’re not sure of and how you deal from them.  Swap over characters and find a different way.  Ask for group to show the rest of the class their scenarios. List the different strategies the groups use e.g. being polite and saying that you have to get home where you are expected, going to a familiar adult etc.
In book or on paper, write down the do’s and don’ts of dealing with someone who you are not sure of.

DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability (HA): In pairs, list the emotions/ feelings that you would feel if you were stopped by someone who makes you feel uncomfortable.
Lower Ability (LA): could write / draw just a couple of strategies and discuss the rest of them with the teaching assistant (TA).  They could be recorded as a group and then stuck in a book / on paper.

	PLENARY
How could Red Riding Hood have got through the wood safely?  At the end of the story, how did Red Riding Hood react to the wolf?  She ran for help.  Was this the right thing to do?  Was there anything else that she could have done?
