	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

We’re going to look at keeping ourselves safe when we’re out and about.  Let’s look at how these safety messages are put across on T.V.  Put up on the board what we need to think about:-
Is it effective?  How does it keep your attention?  What did you like about it?

Possible adverts from the national archives website: 

· 1983 Close to the edge (road safety)

· 1973 Lonely water (bit scary)

· 1976 Peach and hammer (again a bit scary)

Feedback ideas about adverts and their effectiveness.  Note these down on the board as they will help with the children’s planning.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Divide the children up into 2 large groups.  One group will focus on road safety and the other on water safety.  These don’t have to be even.  Subdivide each of the groups into smaller groups appropriate for the class dynamics.

In pairs / small groups ask the children to look up relevant aspects of safety in their area.  It may help to write focus points up on the board.

Road safety:

Crossing the road; where and how.

Being seen

Cycling (you could include being safe in the car; i.e. seatbelts/ car seats/ behaviour)

Water safety:

Rivers/canals

Seaside

Swimming pool

The groups need to record what they’ve found out on their A3 sheets (in a mind map format, either pictorially or in note form).  Groups can show the class their mind maps or share something that they’ve found out.

Activity 2 

The groups need to decide what aspect of safety that they’re going to cover in their advert.

It may be an idea to ensure that all aspects of safety in that area are covered, so they may have to be given out.  They will also need to decide what age of child they will be aiming the advert at, as this will affect how the information is presented.

They will need to decide what format their advert is going to take e.g. a dramatic production, a more formal approach presenting facts and figures, a cartoon version etc.  Children work on their presentations and film them, if available, as they are finalised. 

DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability (HA: support LA or research into facts about children injured on roads or in the water.
Lower Ability (LA): put with more able children or have in a small group together.  There are differentiated water safety posters on the life saving website under ‘lower years of primary school’.  They could use one of the adverts they’d seen as a basis for their advert.  They could always use a cartoon format and voice over it if they are not actors.

	PLENARY
Watch finished / part finished adverts.  Do they help to put across the safety message?  Is it effective?

Or

Put streetwise game up on the interactive white board / IWB and play it as a class.
