	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Summer 2 3/A Lesson 2: ‘Can I trust you?’

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
We are learning about how to get help.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know how to dial 999.
I can tell you who I can go to for help.
I have thought about when Childline can be contacted.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Help, serious, emergency services (fire, police, ambulance, coastguard), switchboard operator, service, information, problem.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Access to the internet for the interactive white board / IWB; ‘directgovKids’ ( http address unreliable there are also good clips about the police and fire station)

· A4 paper

· Pens and pencils

· Old or current Childline posters (can download  these from www.nspcc.org.uk – classroom resources- teachers packs- posters and leaflets)

· Emergency scenarios suggestion sheet 3/A

· Pretend / real phones if available (but not vital)

· Paper / card for the plenary

· Map of the local area for the higher ability (HA) group if required

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction – Who helps us in school?
Sit the children in a circle and taking it in turns, say ‘I can go to (name) to help me with ……..’  List everyone the children think of on the board / large sheet of paper (try to cover most staff in the school e.g. caretaker, midday supervisors (MDSAs), catering staff, prefects etc).
Now think about when we’re out and about, who can we turn to then?  Think about the people mentioned in the previous lesson e.g. police, crossing patrol, life guard, shop keeper etc.  List these names/ professions as well perhaps in a different colour (keep these names/ professions available).

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

If there is a really serious problem, who do we call on? 

The emergency services.

Who or what make up the emergency services? (include the coastguard).  How do we contact them? (Remind children that calls to the emergency services are always free, even from mobiles but must only be used in a real emergency).
Divide the children into small groups of 3 / 4.  One child is the switchboard operator; the others act out the scenario and phone in the accident.  Each group has a different scenario.  Before they act out the scenarios, listen to the phone call on direct kids (click on teachers area - ‘what’s on the site’ – scroll down to audio – sample 999 call):-
What information does the operator need?  What service is required?  Where is the problem?  Is there is anyone hurt?  Anything else the children suggest that is reasonable.  Leave this list available so that the children can refer to it when ‘making’ the call.

Groups to act out their scenarios and then perform some of them in front of the rest of the class.  Have they given all the information that the operator needs?

Activity 2 

If you don’t want to talk to someone you know about a problem, who can you contact?  Childline.
When or why would you contact Childline?  Bullying, racism, worrying about families splitting up, step-families, bereavement etc

Does it have to be really serious?  What would Childline do?

Look at the posters for Childline. What are the good things about the design?  Colourful / appropriate font / informative etc.

Our aim is to design a new poster for Childline.  Encourage the use of the good design criteria.  Make posters using A4 paper.  Some could be put around the school or sent to Childline

DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability (HA): using a map of the area, they could locate the nearest available fire / police / ambulance station.  Can they work out the quickest route the services could take to the school?
Lower Ability (LA): could be put together as a group and have an adult/teaching assistant (TA) to help with the phone call.  The TA could be the switchboard operator.  They could make a smaller or group poster (cutting and sticking)

	PLENARY
Using card or paper, the children can draw a picture of one of the people mentioned in the introduction.

These can be coloured in, cut out and put in a big circle on a display board or around the classroom to make a ‘Ring of Safety’.
