	KEY VOCABULARY
Safe, unsafe, safety rules, railway/ building site/ Salisbury plain/ road/ rivers/ canals, hazards, organisations: Childline/ NSPCC/ Barnardos/ Slippery fish, emergency services: fire/ police/ coastguard/ ambulance, switchboard operator, Information.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

In pairs talk about, What have we learned about keeping safe?  Places that we play?  How to keep safe when out and about?  Who can help us when we’re out?  How to say no to an unsafe situation etc.  Children can come up and write things they’ve discussed on the board.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 

Explain that the children are going to make a dramatic sequence.  If you have a camera you could film the drama and show it to younger children.  Thinking about what they’ve just talked about, what do the children think should be covered in the film?  As the topic is quite broad, it may be an idea to divide it into themes e.g.: road safety, building site safety, water safety ,dialling 999, organisations such as Childline or Slippery fish, people who help us etc.
Divide the children into appropriate sized groups and give them an area to concentrate on.  There can be several groups doing the same theme or each topic only covered once.  The groups need to decide if the presentation is going to be:

· a purely factual format

· a dramatic format

· a combination of the two.

Each group should work out what facts are to be covered by the drama (use the notes from the introduction session for help) and how they’re going to be presented.  This needs to be written down on paper, so that it can be checked for accuracy.
Activity 2 

Once the groups know what they’re doing, they can put together their programme/drama.  Remind them:

· that all group members make a contribution towards the programme

· that this is for younger children

· it needs to be interesting

· it should have clearly understood messages

· they should have slow clear speech

· if moving around, they should move purposefully and remember not to turn their back on the audience

The groups can then put together their performances.  If there are more adults available, they can watch them and give them tips on how to improve it.  Once the performances are finished, they can be filmed (if a camera is available) or performed individually.

Alternatively, several or all groups could get together to provide a complete ‘safety’ programme.  The individual presentations could be linked by a presenter.  The film or the performances could be shown to a younger class if available.  The children can be asked afterwards about what they’ve learned and this could be fed back to the class (it will be good for them to know if their messages have got across).
DIFFERENTIATION
Higher Ability (HA): could help to direct the performances or be a presenter and link the performances together with additional facts and information.
Lower Ability (LA): put in mixed ability groups, so that the more able encourage them to perform or in factual presentations, the teaching assistant (TA) can write out facts for the children to read out.

	PLENARY
Watch some of the performances

Or

Talk about what the children have enjoyed about learning about personal safety and what new things have they learned.
